Hole Indian scare in July last, a
company of Princeton selentists and
students were “out west,” On thelr
return one of them wrote the follow-
ing sketeh of adventurers which is
published in the N, Y. Journal :

“Our path lay through an alkali
desert.  For ten days we pressed for-
ward through a dreary monotony of
waste land, frequently suffering for
want of water, all sround us an ocean
of dust and saod, unrelieved by
humun habitation, or, indeed, by
any sign of life at all.

“Un June 30th we came to the
edge of the vast plateau upon which

“iThe settlement yooder,' said

habitants, about 1,100 in number,
nre engaged in horse and eattle rais-
ing. The spot is one of the most
pleturesque and  beautiful In the
world,"

“Professor  Hateher had never
been in that region before, but his
book-acquired sequaintance with the
locality proved to be securato. The
place was really Lander. The people
turned out to be a8 hospitable as the
region was enchanting. We rested
there for nearly a week, On the
Fourth of July we played the loeal
ning a game of buseball, For the
mke of Princeton’s renown I shan't
sy how that gnme weat.

“Thoroughly refreshed, we con-
tinued our Journey two duys later,
The experience we had gained while
crossing the 160 miles of alkali desert
between Casper and Lander made
the rest of the way seem pleasant
by comparison, and in due time we
arrived in exeellent trim atl Du Bois,

“Professor Hateher had prepared
us not toexpect great things from
Du Bols, and accordingly we were
not much disappointed to find that it
consisted of only three log cabins,
This was to be the headquarters
whence the geologists of the party
were to go forth on their fossil gath-
ering tours, while the others, such as
I, who had simply jolned the expe-
dition for the sake of adventure,
were to make hunting and fishing
trips into the mountains.

“In about three weeks Professor
Hateher declared the geologienl re-
searches completed. He sad that
the collection which had been gath-
ered in that time was most satisfac-
tory, and would prove a valuable
contribution to science,

“‘We are within sixty miles of
the Yellowstone Park,' he added.
‘Shall we return East without having
seen what s sald to be the most
beautiful natural garden in the
world?

‘Tt was unanimously decided that
it would have to be ‘Yellowstone
Park or bust,” and so we prepared to
Ko furward,

“iJim Tappen and Reilly Ed-
munds, our ‘packers,’ whom we had
taken along from Cusper, together
with ‘Billy the Cook,’ declared their
willingness to accompany us, and we
moved forward, s gay cavaleade, on
our way to the national park. We
had not ridden more than & mile or
80 when a scout eame dashing along
on horseback beckoning us from afar
to turn back.

‘'He stopped long enough to tell us
that there was an Indian uprising at
Jackson's Hole, and that if we per-
slsted In going to Yellowstone Park
by way of the Black Rock tral,
which was the only one, he said,
that would lead us there, we would
have to pass right through the thick
of the fight and pever come out
alive. And then the scout set spurs
to his horse and contioued, Panl Re-
vere like, on his way to Fort
Washakie.

“We retarned to Du Bois to take
counsel. ‘The people there told us
that the scout was reliuble and that
wo had better heed his warning.
While we were deliberating two
horsemen eame along and asked per-
mission to join our party. One was
“Tom' Dufly, who used to drive the
Deadwood eonch, and the other was
n trapper who gave his name as
“WJuck’ Dunham.  We were only too
glad to recelve this reinforcement,
and extended a hearty welcome to
them,

““There is only one way of getting
to the Park without following the
Dlack Rock trail,’ said the trapper,
‘but 1t is one which no man has ever
yet trodden and come away alive.
That is by way of the Continental
Divide. It's a five days' trip through
thoe wildest part of the Rockies, und
most of the way is covered with
snow.'

“Dispite dangers depleted we de-
termined to make the attempt, We
secured nine pack horses io addition

“When we had been three days
out we discovered that, at the rate
we were traveling, it would take us
nine or ten days, instead of five, to
refich our destination,. We therefore
began to economize with our pro-
vislons, Want of sufficient nourish-
ment, added to the extreme cold and
other exposures, began, to tell upon
us, and it was s weary time we had
of It from that polnt.

“At Inst on the npinth day after
leuving Du Bois we began our des-
eent ints the Yellowstone Park,

“With the advent of wvegelation
came also multitudinous forms of
animal life, Bears and mountain
sheep, antelopes and deéer and a band
of 125 clk swepl past us. Birds
flocked in such abundance that we
grew lired of shooting them, We
preferred  the larger gume for our
fooud,

“After three duys of this kind ol
exercise we got to the Thumb of the
Yellowstone lake, and there we
settled down to rest,

“After the wonders of nature that
we had witnessed (he Park seemed
very tame and not st all Jike the
marvel that it has been deseribed to
be,

“The route which we had taken
over the Divide was named by us
the Princeton Trail. It lies through
one of the very few localities in the
United States of which no survey
has ever yet been made, nor will
there be probably for wany years to
come, because it i3 so innccessible.”

Car-
lisle can not help matters so long as
Hardin remains on the ticket and
continues shouting for free silver,
The more speeches the sound money
democrats make now, the wider the
breach in their party will grow. It
Is u bad situstion for the democrats,
and it eannot be mended by any-
thing either metion ean do in the
next two months,
