ECONOMY OR SILENCE.

A fortnight ago “Economy" offered

city affairs that has elicited some no-
tice from councilmen, but still they
refuse to answer because the writer is
incognito. “Feonomist” is able to
take care of himself, and the INpe-
PENDENT need not go to his assist-
ance, but since some of the puints
made are the same as the INDEPEND,
ENT had already mentioned, it was
hoped that the council could show
that economy had been the watch-
word.

By the city treasurer's report, De-
cember 1, 1894, it appears that at that
time there, were in eundorsed war-
rants outstanding, $7,480.76, which
added to the light and water bonds,
swelled the interest-bearing debt of
the city to $17,480.76. The rate of
interest is 8 per cent. On December
I4th the INDEPENDENT urged that
new bonds, amounting to 15,000,
bearing 6 per cent interest, be sold
el the proceeds used for retiring the
& per cent light and water bonds, and
the balance to be used in paying
floating warrants. Counellmen were
mum. lodeed, it was not expected
they would do aught else than legis-
late for the best interest of the city,
Bix months later, viz: May Tth, a
resolution was ndopted instructing
the mayor to sell §15,000 of bonds for
$15,300, net. So furas the INDEPEND-
ENT'S record shows, all the council-
men voled for this proposition.
There was no uction on this resolu-
tion, presumably because the bonds
could pot be sold at the stipulated
price.

Later, July 2d, the proposition
eame up again on a resolution to sell
$15,000 worth of bonds at 98, net.
The vote stood 2 ayes and 3 nays. It
seems the negotiators eould not get
$15,500 contemplated by the May
resolution, but could get $14,700. If
this was the best that could be done,
we, the people, would have been sat-
isfled. It would have been a saving,
The interest on the new bonds, at 6
per cent, would have been 00 per
year, The interest on 14,700 worth
of paper thut the money realized
from the bonds would have paid is,
at =° per cent, £1,176. Had this
change been made it is not easily seen
how the city could have helped mak-
ing $276 per year, Councilman
Downs says he refused to vote for the
proposition, because our bonds onght
to be worth 100 instead of 98. That
probably is true, but will the legisla-
tion of the council boost them to that
desirable figure? The light and water
bonds are now gone, nlong with the
opportunity o make o desirable
suving.

MORE DUTIES ORA STAMP ACT

Secrctary Curlisle proposes to im-
pose a stamp duty of two cents each
ogpon bank checks. This for the
purpose of mising revenue. It s
too, dust in the people’s eyes. He
realizes that there s un element
within his own party unfricadly to
banks, He would placate that ele-
ment by letting it be understood that
i stamp of two ecents would be paid
by the banks. The people who use
checks will reallze that a check is
not current unless it Is stamped,
henee the drawer has to attuch that
bit of adhesive paper. The tax
would be paid by the people nol by
the banks.

There is another fact about this
proposition  that does not throw
down republicans, In the campnign
of 1882 democratic orators spread the
impression that they could adminis-
ter the affairs of government without
the use of money, or if cash was re-
yuired it would come from some
mysterious souree unbeknown (o the
people.
