She fell in love with the
evangelist and married him against
the wishes of her friends. Shortly
after the wedding Dunbar left for a
preaching tour through Kansas.

"It wis then that the friends of tl e
bride, who had mistrusted the evan-
gelist all along, decided to act," taid
Judge Webb, in telling the story.
'Al that time I was a law partner of
Judge Austin II. Young, of Minne-
apolis. A delegation of the girl's
friends laid their suspicions before us,
and we took up the case. The result
was that we soon fouud evidence suf-

ficient lu warrant an arrest, and Dui
bar's ministerial career was brought
to a sudden close.

"It developed in the trial ot the
c.ise tfiat Dunbar lived at New Bed
ford, Mass., when a boy, aud worked
lu a factory. His mother lived at
the foot of the street ou which the
f.ictory was located, and, as the lad's
work kept him away till alter dark,
she always placed a light iu the win-

dow toguide his footsteps homeward.
Oue day the boy t'Mik a notion to go
to sea, and off he went for a three
years' cruise. During his absence his
mother fell ill and wns at death's
door. She talked incessantly about
her boy and every night asked those
around her to place a light in the
window, In anticipation of his return.
When she realized that the end had
come, she said: Tell Jul ward that
I will set a light in the window of
heaven for him.' Those were her
last words.

"The lad had grown to manhood
ere he returned home, and his
mother's dying message had such an
effect on him that he reformed and
became a preacher. In the course of
his reformation he wrote 'There's a
Light in tho window lor Thee,
Brother.'

"Uev. Edward Dunbar married a
young woman of New Bedford, aud
several children were the result of
the union. Tho young divine soon
made a reputation as a brilliant pul-

pit orator and the public was, there-
fore, greatly surprised when one
morning he skipped the country,
leaving his wife and children behind.
He swoojs'd down upon ihccilyof
MinncajKilis aud begun to show the
peoplo the error of their ways. A
great revival followed, and hundreds
were converted. Miss Lewis was
one of the numlter.

"Judge Young and I n.ssis'cd In
the prosecution of lumbar. After
the incarceration of the fallen evan
gelist, Judge Young obtain h! a di- -

vorce for Mrs. Dunbar and a year'
later married her himself. They
now live happily together at Mlnne- -

aM)lis.
"Judge Lochren, the present com- -

misioner of pensions, defended Dun-

bar In the trial of the case.
"Dunbar went from a pri-o- n cell

to be a tramp and a vsgabond upon
the face of the earth. His first wife
jbtained a divorce and is still resid
ing with her children at New Bed-

ford. Dunbar was a hook agent, or
something of that sort, at Denver in
1875. I have not heard of him
since."

The prisoners, as toon as they got
sight of the baby, flocked round, and
Madam V., at first fearing violence,
was relieved to see that only baby
worship was the matter. First oue
and then another of the women
begged to hold the child for a mo
ment, some laughing with Joy, and
many shed tears. Madam V. had
happy thought, and she spoke it out :

The woman of
you all at the end or the week will
be allowed to attend to the baby for
half an hour."

Never was a change so instantane
ously wrought. The women became
amenable to every word of the
wardens, and at the week's end it
was with the utmost difficulty that
Madam V. could decide, among so
many prisoners, who
had the btst claim to the promised
reward. The baby's visits were af
terward frequent, and the women's
wards were completely reformed.

AX INTERVIEW WITH AN INTEL
LECTUAL VBOP OE WATER.

It was a cloudy evening, and, be--

fore deciding to go for a walk, I put
my hand out of the window to learn
if any rain was fulling. A drop fell
on my hand, with an exclamation
of disappointment I drew back and
took out my handkerchief to wipe
the drop away. Before I could do so
I was arrested by a little voice that
cried, in liquid tones:

"Please don't sop me up with that
old handkerchief." I stopped, aston-
ished. It was the drop of water that
had spoken. "Your room is so
warm," continued the drop, "I can'l
fay long with you anyway; but I

think you might be friendly while 1

do stay."
"Why, certainly," I said, as I sat

down. "Excuse me if the remark Is

rather personal; but you seem to be a
very intelligent drop of water."

"Well," it replied, "I should be.
I have traveled around quite a bit;
and when I was imprisoned in the
Arctic ice-ca-p I had a chance to do a
lot of thinking. One can meditate a
great deal In several thousands of
years of enforced quiet, aud the cold
air keeps one's head remarkably
clear.

"If you were Imprisoned In the
ice-ca- p for thousands of years, how
did you finally escape?" I asked.

"I had long given up all hopes of
escaping, but about four years ago I
was broken from the little ridge of
ice of which I was a part by the
sledge of an explorer who was just
returning from a fruitless search for
the pole. As I Jumped in the air,
after being struck, I fell In a bundle
of furs he had about his feet. There
I remasned until he traveled several
hundreds of miles south, to where
his ship lay. 1 then fell on the deck,
and one sunny day I evaporated and
drifted about in the air. Happening
to rise to a great height, I traveled
southward for many days as vatsjr,
but finally, one cool evening, I fell as
lew on a little prairie flower. In
the morning the sun took me up into
the air for another day, and next
evening I fell as dew again; In short,
I spent the whole summer going
aliout from flower to flower. It was
an ideal life, after the long centuries
of quiet. But winter came presently,
and I fell from a cloud, of which I
was a mrt, as a snowflake. I thought
I was to be Imprisoned for another
long time, but a thaw came and,
with a myriad of other drops, I es
caped and flowed into Lake Superior.
From there 1 drifted through Lake
Huron, take St. Clair, take Erie and
the Niagara Falls. By the by, I rose
as spray there, and was part or a
rainiMjw till 1 fell back Into the
stream. Then I passed through
Lake Ontario and the St. Lawrence
river into the Atlantic ocean, from
which I was at last rescued by cling-
ing to the side of a fine codfish that
was being pulled out of the water by
a fisherman. Shortly afterward I
assisted in a fog that floated In over
the United States, and since then I
have led a roving life, being at differ-
ent times vapor, dew, rain, hall and
snow."

"You must have had some strange
adventures," I remarked.

"Yes; I once helped to wash a boy's
face in Harlem and came near being
drunk up by a goat afterward, but
evatwration saved me. I worked in
a steam engine for a few hours once,
I never Imagined I was so strong un.
til then. The wr-.- I and a few fel.
lows made that railway train move
along was really remarkable. An
other time I was a drop of sap in a
maple tree In Vermont and was evap
orated oy the sugar-makers-

I suppose you feel very thankful
to that explorer who freed you?"

"Yes, Indeed! If those explorers
do no other good they bring a few of
us south every year and set us free.
As for the pole they are hunting for,

naoers comes to hand with more
than four columns of interviews with
the state governors, inquiring as to
their religious beliefs, with this re
sult :

HOW WE KH00T.

The following very graphic account
of the trial our new dynamite guns,
at San Francisco, shows how we are
preparing for a lasting peace with
foreigners:

The first dynamite shell fired from
a pneumatic gun In California sang
its death - song last week at
the Presidio. It rose screaming,
snarling viciously as it curved to its
parabojic zenith, and seemed' to
lauuh sardonically as it rushed to its
impact oil the Devil's Slide. A great
mats of brown dust was lifted, be
neath which a rutlled cloud of white
fluttered for a moment, aud then
drifted along the fog-crest- hills of

the Bolinas rangs until it was lost In

the mists that cling to the ragged
slopes of Tamalpais.

Preliminary to the firing of dyna
mite shells, tho guns were tested for
rapidity. The cou tract with the gov
ernment prescribed that five rounds
shall be fired In twenty minutes.
The test yesterday resulted In five
rounds lu nine minutes with gun
No. 1 of the battery, and five rounds
in five minutes and twenty-thre- e

seconds with gun No. 3.
Shells loaded with sand and

weighing 1,100 pounds were used.
The elevation was thirty degrees and
the loading position seven degrees.
The first projectile struck the water
midway between Point Lobos aud

oint Bonita at a distance of three
miles from the battery. The others
were averaged beyond the contract
requirements ot 4,000 yards under a

ressure of 1,000 pounds.
B. C. Bachelor, representative of

the Pneumatic Torpedo A Construc-
tion Company, manipulated the
levers that placed the guns In posi-

tion, and Lieutenant Lissack, ordi-

nance department, stood on a trestle
nderan umbrella to direct the firing.
"Are you ready?" shouted Bache

lor to the man at the compressors.
"Heady," was the reply.
"All clear," said Lissack, observing

that the steamer Hunt Itosa was
heaving out of range.

"Load," was Bachelor's command,
and the shell, which had been
brought from the magazine on a
truck, was lifted into the breech ol
the gun.

"Wind her up."
The chains creaked as they turned

on the cylinders, anil tho shell
disappeared.

"Put In your pin."
The breach was closed.
"Heady," was the last word.
Bachelor caught hold of a lever,

threw Ids weight upon it, and the
gun answered with a shriek that end-

ed with a hiss. The projectile leaped
from the muzzle with a howl that
mellowed into a wail, and hurtled
out into the fog and drizzle until it
was lost to the straining vision of the
siiectators. A splash and a dash of
foam on the bar indicated that the
shell had coded its flight, aud the
gunners made ready for another .shot.

As the thot left the gun icicles
hung frm the muzzle. There Is not
much heat in a volume of air that
has lat'ii compressed to 1,000 pounds.
It is estimated that with this pressure
the temperature is lowered 1,700
legrces.

In every large city there
is generally one paper that oiler
itself as a cewpool, and there will
usually be enough people who love
vileness to sustain it' fairly well
But there is this compensation
whereas, ten or fifteen years ago the
mephitic stuff was diffused through
the daily press generally, It is now
sewerexl otr Into this one foul recep
tacle. It is certain that the patert
which call themselves respectable arc
cleaner than they were a decade ago.
Among their editors there are not a

few gentleman who feel how Inap-

propriate It is for them to send out
to tho families of the public matter
which they would blush to take
home for their own wives and
daughters to read. It is not necessary
to suppose that there has been any
special change of heart. They are In
the newspaper business for the
money there Is In It. But that they,
keenly sensing the public sentiment,
print cleaner papers is evidence thai
there is a growing demand for public
decency.

In a conversation with an intelli-
gent reorter of ten or fifteen years
ago he said this: "II you compare
the files of the daily press then with
those published now, you will find a

pile of difference. We boys used to
Just tumble-ove- r each other to get
the latest scandals, and the one who
wrote them up In the most raw and
realistic style was the best fellow.
There is only one paper that will
print such rot now." Another, now
an editor, said, "There was one paper
then that did a deal of harm. It
whs tho leading daily of the West.
It printed more religious matter
than any other paper, but right
alongside of a report of the Tresby-teriu-n

General Assembly, It would
take pains to give columns of the
most salacious garbage its reporters
could rake up." And this was called
enterprise in journalism, and set the
pace for all the rest! The owner of
that journal is dead now, and the
paper Itself as a separate journal has
disappeared.

It was thought then that a writer
was not bright If he did not spice his
article with a dash of contempt for
creeds and doctrines and puritanism
and, esecially, missions. And it
must be confessed that there were
not wanting ministers who seemed
to think that they had not quite
come up to the demand of the times
unless they did the same smart
thing.

This is changed now. "We In-

struct our reporters," said an editor,
"to treat all religious matters with
resject." One of our dailies is print-
ing a series of very able letters from
its correspondent one of the most
distinguished In the country in
Japan and China, which are so emi-
nently fair and sympathetic in their
treatment of missions and mission
aries iniu extracts rrom them are
printed in religious journals all
through the land.

But there Is still room for improve
ment. And the blame Is not all one
side. It Is past all comprehension
how reputable businca men can
reconcile il to their sense of gisnl
citizenship to suffer their business
advertisements to appear In papers,
where, alongside of them, stand col
umns of the boldest and most in
famous notices. And now that one
is up and speaking, he may perhaps
be permitted to ak how the more
respectable sheets make it up with
their better selves when they print
virtuous editorial against horse racing
and prize fights on one page, and fill
tho next one with racy details of
these same naughty things. But let
us give thanks for what has lcen
clearly gained and look hoiicrully fur
iiiore.

croup, 1391. Ihe birth rate was
27.65 per 1000 and the death rate
20.13. The number of twins born
during the year was 1220, and there
were nine cases of triplets. Eighteen
centenarians died In 1894, and 447

other persons who were over the age
of 90, seventy-seve- n having passed
the age of 95. Of the whole number
who died at ages d 90 years,
152 were men nnd 313 women, a
striking proof tli.it in New England
women live to a greater age than
men.
