It was not many year after our
mints had Ugua coining gold and
silver at the ratio of 1.1 to 1 that It

began to he evident that the ratio
undervalued gold, and gold la gan to

grow scare, and, though our coinage
of gold continued to be considerable,
by 1s7 It had iiraetieiiHy disap-.care- d

from circulation. The facili-

ties of tho mint were simply used by

merchants to certify the weight and
a tieness of gold for exportation.
From that time on sircely a session

of cnngrcK passed without some
movement on the subject in one

house or the other.
In 1S31, w hat was culled tho gold

bill, and which Hulw.puently passed,

changing the ratio between gold and
silver and purosoly overvaluing
gold, was lntr.Mlu.-e- by a special
committee of the house of repre-

sentatives.
According to Mr. Horace While,

Iu his recent work on Money and
Hanking-- the debates In congress and
the discussions in the press show

that three considerable forces were at

work in favor of the hill.
( )ne w is the desire to have gold in

circulation, thus forcibly expressed
hy Mr. Thomas II. , who de-

dans! that what ho was winking for

was: "To enable the friends of gold

to go to work at the right place to

effect the recovery of that precious
metal w hich their fathers once pos-

sessed, w hich tho subjects of the
kings now possess, which the

young republics to the south all

Mwsess, which even tho free negroes
of San Domingo possess, but w hich
the yoonianry of this America have
Im'oii deprived of for more than twen-

ty years, and will bo deprived of

forever unless they discover the cause
of the evil and apply Ihe remedy lo

its roots."

The third motive was duo to tho
hank controversy then raging. The
supporters of (ion. Jackson, who was

against the banks, were generally
supporters of the gold lull. They
contended that the silver standard
promoted the circulation of bank
notes silver was bulky and
heavv. and that the gold standard
would curtail hank note circulation
because gold was easily handled.

The opponents of banks iu general,

that those figures represented Un-

true commercial ratio, and would
both metals in circulation,

w hile Ihe adoption of tho ratio of 1

to 1 would drive silver out of circula
tion. The amendment ti.xmg tne
ratio of Ll.tlil to I was, nevertheless,
rejected, and the hill fixing the ratio
at 1(1 to 1, or really Hi.oo-- lo 1, was

passed by a vote of 1 II to .10 In the

house and In the senate by ftf to 7.
