OI K ItOAIIS.

The fifth page of the Oregon ian

last week, was devoted to the pro
ceedings of the Oregon lload Club.
It says, in part that "every section
of the state was reprejented in the
convention and the delegates will

take to their constituents, ideas and
opinions that can not fnil to arouse
public interest in this most impor
tant topic, as it has never been

aroused before."
I think public interest should be

aroused when they talk of bonding
the county at the beginning of a re-

trenchment aud economical reform.
Senator Brownell said, in theconven- -

tion "I submit here today that before

we go ahead with our plans to build
good roads, we must realize that they
are going to be expensive things.
We do not want them built in little
pieces. I think the people will ap
prove the expenditure of money lor
good roads more than most any other
out-lay.- "

Many others seem to think the
same viz : that good roads mean great
expense while many think neither
labor or expense is necessary. Good

roads are very important and the
roads of this county, to which I limit
myself, can lie greatly improved with
but very little more exs?nse than
their present condition Is causing.

The suggestion, unanimously ac-

cepted by the convention, that all tax
be paid In money, is Bn excellent one,
though likely to be unpopular with
many. Tills plan would poscss many
advantages, particularly that of hir-

ing steady team work. A team kept
upon the road until it becomes used
to the work, will accomplish fully a

thirn more, than a "soft" team. It
would cost no more to hire a team for
10 hours than it does for 8 hours, the
lawful time for the farmer's team.

Unless the roads are worked early
in the Spring, they may almost as
well not be worked at all. But the
farmer's horses, having been Idle all
winter, are in no condition to do
work additional to that of putting in

the spring crops and Ihe farmer does
not wafit to overdo them. The sup-

ervisor has a piece of work to do on

which he has to double teams, he
warns them out ami at eight o'clock
the appointed morning one man ar-

rives at the place designated and Is

ready for work, which, however, can
not begin until No. 2 arrive. About
half past eight he comes, but ffud

he has lost a clevis and must go to a
neighbors aud borrow one. About 9

o'clock all is in readiness to lcgin
work. Soon perhaps the horses run
into a stump and break a single-tre- e

and after the loss of an honr in
another start is made when

one of the horses balk and by the
time he is persuaded to cheerfully go
to work, one man's time is out and
you must hunt up another ami have
the same performance over, which,
wi'.h slight variations is the program
of the season.

The payment of all tax in money,
would remedy this trying state of
affairs, for teams In good working
conditions could be hired and paid
of. The most important road in the
county ts the one from Forest Grove
to Hillsboro, and from Hillsboro to
Portland. I think that all such roads
hould be let by contract to the low

est bidder ho giving bonds to
do the work according lo contract
Cities let out by contract the grading
of streets! railroads have their grad
ing done by tii ime method "d In

both cases Ihe plau is a succoss. Csl
ifornia has tried the same upon the
public road work and finds it tatis-facior- y.

Ihe road the ditch extending as far as
having necessary fall, it would be a
thoroughfare which could not fail to
be both satisfactory and durable.

Oneof the first principles of mak
ing a good road isditching and drain
ing it right, keep the water in the
ditches 011 each side of the road as
long as there is sufficient fall then
make an outlet. It Is a benefit to
every man to have a good road along
his farm, it is also a benefit to have
his farm drained. When necessary
a ditch could be forced through a
farm by the commissioners first ex
amining the land and notifying the
owner to dig a ditch of certain dl
mensious and if he did not do it, the
court should appoint three men to
examine the land and make an esti
mate of how much the ditch is worth
to the farm and then let it to the
lowest bidder and he'should pay ac-

cording to what he was benefited
and the district pay the rest.

I am sure there can be good roads
made iu this county if they are
drained and worked right, hut in
order to do this the sujiervlsor must
be on the road nearly all the time.
To elect a supervisor in school dis
tricts as some advocate, might do In
back districts hut along the base line
road where the population of fifty or
sixty rnlli-- s are Interested It would
not do so well. A lew men would
scheme to work in a man they could
use to good advantage some good
natured fellow who would sit on the
fence all day and talk to them,
Every irresponsible man and

in Ihe community would vote
for such a one, tne non-ta- x payers
taking the matter out of Ihe hands of
those really interested and wishing
the roans improved.

Another thing-- think should be
looked after is the foot path along
the side of the roads. The rights of
a large percent of school children and
local footmen demand that these
paths be kept In order. They should
be put in good condition and anyone
riding along mem on norsenacu,
should be compelled to pay a fine.

In conclusion, theory is one thing
and practice Is another, those wor
thv and learned senators and lawyers
of the convention migni iisi as well
try to theorize with Bill Kaniar
alxiut splitting rails as to tell such
men as John lleisler, Dave Stewart,
John Shute, Bill Nelson and other
practical men, how lo make roads.
