Wm. MAUZEY A!U K0BT. 1MBBIE

The death of Wm. Mauzey and
Robt, I m brie makes a large void.
These two men differed widely and
in many characteristics, yet each was
an excellent representative ol one of
the best types of the early settlers of
Oregon. .

Vm. Mauzey, the older of the two,
came to Oregon when a mere boy.
among the very earleyest settlers,
He hsd scarcely attalued his major
ity when he plunged into the wilder
ness, leaving friends and civilization
but not hope, behind him, to. carve
out a new home in a far West. He
located in Washington county '53
years ago, and began to build up-th-

home, where with his famity around
him lie has passed so many- prosper
ousand happy years, and from which
he passed leaceful away a few days
ago. lie was a plain, unassuming,
unostentatious man, modest in de
meanor shining rather than seeking
the places where crowds congregated,
He was not ambitious to do things
byond his reach or his capacity, but
was quieth cautious, conservative,
regular in habit's, steady in industry,
painstaking and careful in all of his
undertakings. He was faithful to
every pledge and duty, home loving
and affectionate to his family, mind'
ful only of his own business aud his
own affairs, and never intruded into
the buaiuir or concerns of other
people. To him, the highest spot on
earth was his own fireside. Sur
rounding himself and his family
with all the necessaries and many of
the comforts of life, taking hlg great
est pleasures around the family
hearthstone, he was a representative
of one of the best types of the home
builders of the West. His life passed
evenly, smoothly, pleasently, aveld
ing difficulties, controversies and
exciting speculations. He was
kind and considerate in all his rela
tions of life, a a husband, father,
neighbor, friend.' He has lived a
long, useful and happy life, beyond
the years of roost men, to a quite
peaceful death, within his own home
and surrounded ba his own family.

His death brings np many reminis- -

censes to the old settlers. He has
witnessed the departure of his own
neighbors, one by one, until there
are few left. On the beautiful plain
in which he made his home, of those
turdy pioneers who crossed the

clained, took up claims and carved
out a pew home near him, all but
three have proceeded him. Zichary,
Lenox, Chambers, Wilklns, White,
Bennett, Ebberts, Pomeroy, Bewail,
Baldra, Belknap, Kclsey, Williams
and Constable, and all these and
many of their children haye passed
away. Griffin, Holcorobe, Utchln
and Butler alone survive.

Robt. Imbrie, a younger man, and
coming to the State later, was al
together different type of a man.
Strong physically and mentally,
vigorous in mind and body, alert,
active aggressive, self reliant, a nat
ural leader among men. He has
been a marked figure for many
years. Coming to the State with his
wife in the prime and vigor of life,
it was but a few years before he at-

tracted general attention, and was
one o( the strong leading men In the
county and Slate. Without advan-
tages of much early education he was
possessed of great natural shrewd-doss- ,

a keen Insight into the charac-
ter of men, and strong sturdy com-

mon sense. He was the natural
enemy of sham and fale pretenses.
He rather sought than avoided where
many men congregated and wm a
leader in every association, in every
enterprise In which he engaged, and
among all classes of people with
whom he was surrounded. And yet

IIH COIM'IL PBOCEEWISOS.

The recorder was instructed to
draw an ordinance for the construct
Ion of a sidewalk on the west side of
Third street from a point near the
railroad track extending north to
meet the walk already built on that
side of the street.

The street committee was also In
structed to Inspect the under-drain- s

of the city and disconnect all sewer
pipes that row discharge into sucn
drains. The same committee was
charged with the duty of putting the
fire alarm ben in good order so tnai
alarms may be sounded when occas
ion demands.

The council adopted these amend
ments to the city charter which will
be presented to the legislature at
this session to be made a pari oi me
City Charter:

1. To Issue nonds ot me cuy, oi
the denominations of from one hun
dred dollars to one thousand dollars,
as the council may direct, with in
terest coupons attached thereto,
Such bonds shall be made payable in
five. ten. fifteen and twenty years In
such amounts as council may deter.
mine-an- d shall bear Interest at the
rate of six per centum per annum.
Such bonds shall be numbered, shall
be signed by the mayor and counter
signed by the recordej, and a full
memorandum oi an bonus sold or
issued shall tie kept by the recorder
who shall also keep a copy of the
form of all bonds sold or issued.
The city may issue such bonds in an
amount not to exceed fifty thousand
dollars, (exclusive of the interest cou-

pons), and such issues shall be for the
following purposes ami ior no ouiers.

Ten thousand dollars oi sucn bonus,
or the money to le recleved from the

le thereof, shall be used ior paying
off and taking up the outstanding
warrants of the city.

The remainder of sucn bonds, or
the money to be recleved from the
sale thereof, or so much thereof as
may lie necessary tneretor, snail oe
used for the purjiose of refunding the
Light AWater isinds now outstand
ing, and for the purchase of the
Electric Lrgnt d. w aier lompany s
interest in the electric light and
water plant, and for no other pur-nos- e.

AH the above mentioned bonds
shall be of equal priority.

Section 2. rue city oi imisooro
shall not in any manner create or In-

cur any indebtedness or liability
which shall iu thesggregate or singly
exceed the amount of bonds Issued as
above provided In the sum of five
thousand dollars, and any indented,
ness or liability (other than that now
existing), In excess of five thousand
lollsrs more than such bonded In
debtedness as may be Incurred under
the provisions hereof shall be null
and absolutely void.

Sections, me council nas ine
power and auinorny, wncnever u
deems it expedient, to require the
property owners along a street to
improve such street by planking or
paving or otherwise, or to grade or
grub the samej at the cxpenseofsuch
pros?rty owners or holders.

No improvement of a street shall
be ordered by the couneil until a pe-

tition for such improvement signed
by a majority f th property owners
along such street shall have bet-- lirst
presented to the council. The coun-

cil may then by ordinance provide
for making such Improvements by
the owners of the adjacent property
and by the city In case the jsioperty
owner fall to make such Improve-
ments within such time as may be
