Editor. Independent: Until recent
Iv. 1 have acceoten the deplorable
condition of our winter roHds as Ir
redeemable, a disagreeable necessity
to lie patiently and silently endured;
but Ihe doings of the Oregon road
convention and r: articles from
the ix-n- s tf ' 'Tax-payer- T. E. Cor
uelius and Mr. Mays, of this county,
have awakened even f my sluggish
mind to activity, and I find mysell
in possesion of an idea which, if not
accepted as practical by the profound
thinkers upon this subject, must be
acknowledged ouiie a-- t feasible as
some already suggested.

I think it was Mr. May's who said
it would cost not less than 1 1,01)0 per
mile, to construct a rock road. This
sum assumes frightful proportions
wheu multiplied by the many miles
of good road needed in this county

"Tax-paver's- " suggestion concern
ing a combined wheel and foot path
is commendable, but under present
conditions could not lieuellt the cyc
ler during I ho muddy season of the
year.

Mr. Cornelius Is somewhat aeslhet
ic in his road ideas, which meet the
hearty support of the ladies who find
so much fault with the "horrid rub
hish piles" at the roadsides, which
frighten nervous horses and the zig
zag ditches so trying to urtistlc fern
enine eyes. But the practicability
of his theory for keeping a dirt road
firm, during a rainy winter, when
heavy hauling, necessarily gashes to
surprising depths, the beautifully
evened surface of the highway ' is
questionable. But, after the Mid is
well ditched, graded ami leveh-- eff.as
he recommends should not the county
roof it, thus protecting it from the
rain, however much or heavy the
hauling, the road would remain In
is rlrst excellent condition- - without
the expense of labor now required,
and I lielieve, to the perfect satisfac
tion of the traveling public. This
Idea of roofing the road Is applica
ble at this time when all other plans
have failed the rainy period.

So abundant Is our timber supply
that lumber and shingles properly
estimated, sufficient for this purpose
would cost several hundred less than
ll.noo per mile.

Property constructed, and with
but comparatively little attention
from the supervisor, it would stand
uianylyears, and obviate some of the
most serious difficulties now hinder
ing an improved com I it Ion or our
roads. . Bop.
