tract of land. The tracta cultivated
are not to be fenced but are marked
by iron piKii at the corners, and
plowing can be carried on across
the whole but each raisea what he
pleases on his own tract for hia own
benefit. The colonists intend to cul-

tivate psincipally prunes and hos,
and will probably not inixrt butter
or egg or bacon or much of anything
needed for subsistence. Albany
Herald.

A KKJUKKAHI.E CAVE.

Photographer Yelton of Cripple
Creek, Colo., recently returned from
Cow mountain, about six miles
east of that city, where he had btcn
to obtain views of a most remarkable
cavern discovered by sinking a pros.
ect shaft. The cave was discovered

by partiea who were doing assessment
on a group of claims on Cow moun-
tain. A man waa picking in the
bottom ol a 10 foot hole when he sud-

denly struck the point of hia pick
through the rock into an apparently
unlimited space. He cautiously in-

vestigate ami gradually opened up a

pit that led to--a not her world, to all
appearances. Itocks dropped Into
the hole, however, struck bottom in
about two seconds or less, showing
that the cave was not deep at that
point. The men got a rope and
fastening it securely above, descend-
ed to explore the cavern, which pro-

ved to be a veritable store-hous-e of
ice, Stalagmites and stalactites of
pure ice stood like cypress trees from
the floor and bung like ghostly
fringe from the ceiling.

Exploration waa not carried very
far, as a yawning abyss was encoun-
tered at a distance of alamt 50 feet
from the euterance. Chunks of ice
thrown down this abyss could be
heard rattling and clanking on the
sides, but nevera sound of the bottom
being touched.

Photographs were taken by flash-

light, and the plctun a reveah-- the
iue In crystal condition forming most
fanciful figures. An effort will be
made' to open the cave to a more
thorough exploration. The chamls r
where these pictures were taken is 75

feet high and 15l feet wide, licyond
this the cave widens and the interior
seems abyssmal.

It reads: 'Jesussaith
except ye fast to the world, ye shall
in no wise And the kingdom of (tod;
and except ye keep the Sablmth ye
shall not see the Father."

This being at variance with the ac-

cepted teachings of Christ, it is sug-

gested that it is perhaps a Jew lsh for
gery committed with a view to sup-

porting the Jewish Hubhath. 1'er-ha-

it is an erroneous report.
The third ssying is Mini'ar to that

contained in John 1., but the form is

different. Christ describes Himstlf
as standing in the midst of the world
tiiuliiig all men drunken and none
at hirst. "Anil my soul grieve! h over

the sous of men !acause they are
blinded in I heir heart."

The fourth saying has perished,
only one word remaining. This is

the Ureek word for beggary. As

this was not used by Christ In any
giicl, the legion, is considered to
have been new.
