They lie some distance west of Ker-
guelen islands, and are chiefly known
to navigators who sall in that direc
tion to hunt whales, seuls, and =es
elephants,  Their latitude is between
furty-six sud forly-seven degree |
south. On these remole lslands »
crew of thirteen sallors were wreck-
ed eurly In August, 18—, and the
means by which the et of thi
shipwreck was mude known were,
to say Lhe least, remarkable, Sep
tember 22, 18—, & dead albatross was
found upon the beach at Free Man-
the, Boutn Australia, with u piece of
tin tied sround its neck, and bearing
the words In Freach: "Thirieen ship
wrecked men ok refuge upon  Cro
zet Ialunds, August 4, 18— Over
two thousand miles of ooenn had this
blrd of lireless wing borne the  mes-
sage of disaster, only to perish ex-
hausted ut the close of s flight. A
dispatel was immedintely sent by
the governor of South Austmlia o
thee French government telling  of
the finding of the slbatross and Jt=
message. 1t was al once conjectuored
that the shipwrecked sailors were the
officers and crew of the brig Tumaris,
which bud left Franee for New Cal-
edonin enrly in the spring of 15—,
since which time no word  had (heen
received from her. The French and
British  governments,  therefore,
strulghtway ordered that searching
vessels should be sent out  to reseus
the unfortunate sallors whose  situa-
tion hiul been thus wonderfully mad:
known to the civilized world, The
French transport M WS SO0n
on its way to the Crozat Islands,
and touched first at the small islind
Cochous.  Unhapily no human be-
ings were found there, though 0t
was plain that the island had  been
recently occupled. They found traces
of recent cmmplires, biscuil boxes,
and other articles scattered around.
A heap of stones had been piled up
to attract nttention, and en top of i
u sheet of puper was fastened, on
which the following communition
had been written with a led pencil in
French: “The iron ship Tamaris, ol
Bordenux, with thirteen men in the
crew, went ushore on  this  island of
Cochous during a heavy fog. Some
time nferwards she got clear and
toated away, but three hours later
she filledd and sank. The erew e
eaped to the island in two small
boats, taking with them 100 kilograms
of biscuit, The crew has  lived
on Cochous Island nine months, and
their food being now  exhausied,
they are about to set =ail for Pos.
session islnnd, Sept. 30, 18"
Possession island Is also one of the
Crozet lslands, and is eighty miles
from Cochous. The M at one
went to that island, bat found on i
0o trices whatever of the shipwreck-
ed men, They visited all the s
lands in those waters without result,
and it became evident that the un
tortunate crew had been lost in the
perilons prssage by the boat to  Pos-
sesslon Island. It is supposed  that
they attempted to go to the other is
Innd believing that their chances of
rescue would be better there. Ol
course the two hundred and fny
pounds of biscuits whith they took
ashore was not sufficient to Keep
them from starving during their nine
months stay there, and they mus!
have eked out their food resources ws
others  wrecked wpon  the barren
southern ocean  isiands have done,
by eating penguin flesh and eggs and
fAsh.

First of all, then, we undertake to
show that geonwine hydrophobia s
one of the mrest of all the diseises by
which humanity is sflicted, snd we
might begin by sayiog rabies, the
vanine disease from which bhydropho
big i supposed to be contracted, s al-
soone of the mrest disenses of the
dog.  Medienl men of eminence have
not hesitated to suy that there is no
such disewse; that no microbe of hy-
drophobla has been found; and that
whitt we call the microbe of hydrop
hobia is found even in the bealthy
dog, nud therefore can give no sssur.
ance in dingmesis. 1o o paper reasd
before the American Neurologiesl
Assoviation, at Philadelphin, Dr. [rv
ing C. Rosse, . K. G, 8., did oo
hesitate to spesk of hydrophia as o
purely imaginary disease, with no
more reality to rest upon than the
nnginary witchernfl which wis pun.
ishinl with death in New Enogland
not =0 very long ngo-  Dr. Hosse sald
that during many years of travel he
had wade diligent inguiry of the old-
et practitioners of cu<es of hydropho-
tin which had fllen under their ob.
servation, Many of them told him
they had never seen a cuse, sud U
result of his own experence and in-
quiry hud been * about as fruitless ss
the search for well authenticated in-
stunces of shark bites,” which he had
spent  years in investigating, D,
Rosse stated many fucts conficmatory
of his own experience, lo Asin
Minor and lo Constantinople, where
pariah Jogs aboumd, one never hears
of hydeophoble, It is unknown o
Jupun und Korea, where there ure
more dogs than in any other country,
In Germany it Is seldom heand of;
not u ense has been reported in Ber
lin in maop years. In London, with
five and o half willion Inhabitants,
only one case wis reporled  in 1892,
aud of the vight thousand stray dogs
which were éeptured not one showel
symptoms of rabies. “The statisiios
of New York for 46 yenrs (says Dr.
Hosse) show pine years In which no
death oecared, amd two sucerssive
years in which there wis uot one,”
This statement, however, falls far
short of what Dr Rosse might have
said,  During the thirty years ot the
existence of The Amerionu Sovicty
for the Prevention of Cruehy to Aui-
mwl=, there has been no single well-
estalilishend cuse clther of rabies or of
hydrophobin.
