Solvent banks are
assessed to make good notes ot banas
failing when necessary and the notes
of suspended batiks in circulation are
sul ject to Interest at the rate of 6 per

lis than 15011,000 cipital fully suti- -

st'i iU'd iiinl upon the payment of tit
least (250,000 by sucritrs to the
minister of finance. When the char-
ter la granted the minister returns
the amount to the bank less an
iiiuouiit required f ir the note men
lation redemption fund of 5 percent.
The total cirenlal ion of notes must
not excited the unimphred paid up
capital and over issues are sul ject to
penalties, graduated in proportion to
the amount.

The banks have numerous branch-
es throughout the dominion and
Home have active agencies in London
and in tlie States, by means
of w hich their usefulness is greatly
increased at a minimum expense.
Ban t notes must be redeemed at par
at specified ceuters of trade and
monthly reports are required from
each bank to the minister of finance.

The Canadian system is altogether
one of the best iu exi'tance; no com-

munity of any size warranting it
lacks banking facilities; and the vol-

ume of the circulation is regulated
almost automatically by thedemands
of trade. The notes are redeemable
in specie or dominion notes on de-ma-

and the banks maintain ade-

quate reserves ot such moneys for
the purpose. The amount of circula-
tion ordinarily outstanding is some-

what iu excess of 130,000,000 the ag-

gregate capital of the banks la up-

ward of 00,000,000, the surplus
about $27,000,000 and tneir deposits
exceed 1190.000,000.
