This disense ns s
well known, s the bane of the ho-
man fmmily. s vietimws are nuin-
bered by the tens of thousands snnu-
ally, and yet this subject receives hut
8 passing consideration at the hands
of the general public.  So exiensive
I3 this disease in the homan family
that autopsies in portions of large cit-
les, show lesions of this  malady in
one person o every three that die,
And the disease is directly responsi-
ble for one-seventh of the mortality
in the human family.

Tuberculosis in our domestic ani-
mals is ldeatieal with tuberculosis or
consumption o mao, and is trans.
missible one to the other.

There Is but slight doubt but that
some of our domestic animals, espec-
lally the cow, are responsible for the
propogation of the disease.  The cow
has been designated as the “wet
nurse of consumption.” This noble
creature evidently merits the titl,
but who s to blame for it? This con-
dition is largely due to environments
which are under the control of the
ownper, hence it s an easy mater to
place the responsibility,  Among
our domestic animals the con is prob-
ubly the most susceptible to tubercu-
losin, especially the duiry cow, us dur-
Ing lactation the Jurge yields of milk
depletes the system and lowers the
vitnliy of the andmal, thersby re.
ducing her disesse resisting powers
to the minimum.  During this per-
iod in the lite of the cow, lurge tissue
changes are hourly an'd duily taking
place, henee the importance of fur-
uishing her with an abundance of
pure alr, for the proper oxidation of
the blood,  Since pure airis an in-
dispensible ngent in the maintennnee
of & heslthful condition of the cow,
the importance of furnishing her
with well ventilated quarters s ap-
parent, for without this she is ot
only & menace to the henlth of the
herd, but also to the consumers of
her daily milkings,

Alteran expurience with lubercu-

losis, extending throngh several
yesrs, the writer hoas areived st the
coneclusion that fully 90 per eent of
tuberculosis in dairy cows is directly
causend from faultily constructsd stah
les, accompanied with bad suanitury
regulations. Whenever a herd of
duiry cows are found that have been
conflued during a considernble por-
thon of the time, I s dark i ventilat-
vl stabiv, n tuberculine test will ul
