THE MAINE EXPLOSION.

President McKinley on Monidny
last trunsmitted to Congress the flod
ings and evidence of the Court of
Inquiry appointed to investignie the
destruction of the Maine,  The mvse-
uge of transmission is short and o
onicaily reherses the findings of the
Court. 1t is in thes words:

“To the congress of the United
States—For some time prior 1o the
visit of the Malne to Havans harbor
our consular  representatives  polnted
out the ndvantages to follow the visits
of naval ships (0 Cubin waters in
accustoming peaple to the presence of
our flug as n symbol of good will and
of vur ships in fultillment of the mis
sion of protection 1o American inler-
esls, even though no bmmesdiate nesd
therefor might exist,  Aceordingly,
on the 2Z0th of Januury  lust, after
conference with the Spanish ininister,
in which s renewsl of the visits of
our war vessels to Spuni<h walers wis
discussed und accepted, the peninsu-

 lar wuthorities st Madrid and Havana

were advised of the  purpose of this
goverminent to resume friendly naval
visits al Cuban  ports, und that with
that end in view the Muine would
forthwith call &t the port of Havans.

“This announcement was  recelved
by the Spanish government with
appreciation of the friendly character
of the visit of the Malne uwmd with
notitication of an intention to retur:

to the principe] ports of the United
States.  Meanwhile the Maine on-
tered the port of Havans on the 251h
of Junuary, her arrival berng murked
with no special incident besides  1he
