Judge K 1. SliHtturk paid a visit
to MillslHiro on Wednesday last.
The Judge lias J list completed h s
last term on the bench in the I II

district, and having reached an age,
70 years and more, when men may
retire Irom active business if is not
probable that he will accept another
term. Judge Shattuck came from
Vermont to Oregon in the spring of
1H."3. The first year of his reuh inv
waa ent Ht Oregon City. From
there he came lo this county and ac-

cepted the principalship of Tualatin
Academy at Forest Grove, where be
stayed for two or more years. Dur-
ing the latter part of his residence in
Washington county he acted as pro-
bate judge. The first law case of any
importance when he was attorney
waa the ease of the territory v. Mf
Millen charged with the murder of
John Masters then living near lli'cd-ville- .

In the conduct of that case,
ShrtUuek's abilities were seen by
Dave I Kigali then the lending barris-
ter in the state, and a partnership
waa offered and accepted. The firm
of Iiogan A Shattuck was an able one
and was In business for several
years. After time Shattuck went
on the supreme iH'iich, the judges at
that time performing the duties of
circuit judges. Mis judicial mild
was recognized and appreciated so
that he has almost continuously
since been on the bench. At the
first Shattuck was a whig in politic
and elected probate Judge on the
whiif ticket. Then the whig organ-
ization whs abandoned, and the re-

publican party was formed. The
judge all nil himself with the new-part-

and trained with Amory Hoi-hroo- k,

Billy Adams and Dive Lo .an.
In later years be could not get along
well with the republicans wherefore
he worked with the democrats. Hut
it has not been said of him that he
favors free silver coinage. The judge
haa been on the bench so much of
hla life that he has not had time to
make money, though by economy he

financially. The judge's health is
better this year than it has been and
his many friends hope to meet him
with kindly greetings for another
decade at least.

would not seem natural if 1 could
not see his familiar face on the street.
On reading of his dtath 1 went back
iu memory, when 1 as a child atten-
ded the Union Sunday School in the
old court house. I could see Judge
Humphreys as our superintendent, I

could almost hear the songs which
we saDg, without any organ. I could
almoat see the familiar faces ot girls
and boys, who now are fathers and
mothers, I could picture fail of
many who year ago passed to the
other shore. Later 1 remember
Judge Humphreys in our I. O. G.T.
lodge o. 17. I think fie seldom
missed a meeting. He was ever a
friend to the young folks ami we ad
apprecated it. Hillsboro will never
seem like the llillsttoro ot oni
without him but Judge Humphreys
will ever live in memory.

Another place which has many
fond recolectioiis is the M. K. Sun
day school. I remember how big I
lelt when 1 grew so I could touch my
feet to the floor, and then h ol to sit
on the edge of the seat. What joy
ful limes when Christmas came,
practicing our little songs. 1 can
almost hear the old pieces in the
"Fresh Laurals," a book long since
laid by yet some of the selections
will ever live.

The mention of this Sunday achool
bring to me the face of L. L.
Williams, Grandpa Gibson anil
others now passed away, and should
I return and visit the "lunlay school
I would feel lonely not te see them.
Grandpa Gibson always seemed to
put his very soul lu those Gospel
Hymns. The memory or those
known in childhood days are vcrv
dear to me. and I recall many and
many whom 1 have not mentioned.

Those dear days at school w hen we
had one room, two teachers, and a
little later added on a new building.
When we girls made play houses at
recesi time out iu a hazel grove on
the Christian church lot. Ami we
had swings in the grove just across
the street. There were no houses
from the road which passed the
school house on down to the rail-
road; the woods were so thick we
were afraid to enter them at much of
a distance.

Yea those were happy days and I
believe we had as good a time and
learned as much as the children do
today in their buildings.
I do not believe I was very bad in
school but I could not help but see
every thing funny thHt was going, I
do yet. Hut I remeiula--r one day
while standing at the black board
Prof. stepped i.ut of the room
and just for fun 1 turned the key ami
thought I turned it back, but ales!
that fatal thought proved untrue and
when he went to open the door he
could'nt get in, but some way I got
the door iqien. I wns frighten-- to
death, I tried to look innocent, lie
did not have to ask w ho did it. Hut
thank goodness he did not say a
word he just looked at me about live
minutes and I tried not to latk at
him yet had to take a glance occa-
sionally to see if he bad quit. I'll
never forget how I felt. Why 1 felt
so little that it stuntid my growth
and I am still small. I never lock-
ed any more door.

A person has to be far from home
and among stranger to fully realiz-th- e

meaning of obi friends while we
make many new ones w ho liecome
very dear to us yet there is always a
sacred isle in our hearts fir the boys
and girls and our teachers of child
hood days.
