the lied Cross steamer State of Texas,
as there are no eatables to Inb bought
in the city. The entrance of the ref-

ugees was quiet and peaceful, they
viewing their wrecked homes

as the fortunes of war.
Admiral Sampson's last bombard-
ment of Santiago wrecked 57 houses
in the city, causing heavy damage.

Gen. McKibben has been appoin-
ted military governor.

The Spaniards surrendered soldiers
guus, forts, canon, every thing, the
only condition being that officers and
men shall lie transported to Spain.
The ofheers retain side arms, soldiers
retain personal belongings. The
government has already advertised
for bids from steamship companies to
transport from 20,(MH) lo troops
at once from Cuba to Spain.

'Though the powers ot the mili-itar- y

occupation are absolute and sup-

reme and immediately operate upon
the political condition of the Inhab-

itants, the municipal laws of the con-

quered territory such a affect pri-

vate rights of person aud property
and provide fur thn punishment of
crime, are considered as continuing
in force, so fur ai they are compati-

ble with the new ord r of things,
until they are suspended or superse-

ded by the occupying lielligereut,
and in practice they are not usually
abrogated, but are allowed to remain
in force, and lo I administered by

the ordinary tribunals substantially
as they were before the occupation.
This enlightened practice is, so far as

uosHihle. to be adhered to on the
present occasion

I'Thit Iiii1im unil nt hi r iiflicisls lull- -

nected wilh the administration of
justice may, if they accept the sup-

remacy of the United States, continue
to administer the ordinary law of the
land, as between man and man un-

der the supervision of the American
commander-in-chief- .

"The native constabulary will, so
far as may lie practicable, lie pre-

served.
The freedom of the people to pur-

sue their accustomed occup it ions will
tie abridged only when it may lie
necessary to do so.

"While the rule of conduct of the
American commander-in-chie- f will
be such as has just lieen di fined, it
will be his duty to adopt measures
of a different kind if unfortunately
the course of the people should ren
der such measures indespensible to
the maintenance of law aud order.
He will then possess the iower to re-

place or expel the native officials in
part or altogether, to substitute new
courts of his own construction for
those that now exist or to create such
new or supplementary tribunals as
may lie necessary. In the exerci.se
of these high jwiwers, the commander
must he guided by his judgment ami
his experience and a high sense of
justice.

"One of the most important and
most practical problems with which
it w ill be necessary to (teal is that of
treatment of property and the n

and administration of the
revenues. It is conceded that all
public funds and securieties ' belong-in- ;

to the governed country, in its
own right, and all arms and supplies
aud other movable property of such
kind may be seiz"d by the military
occupant and converted to his own
use. The real proierty of the slate
he may hold aud administer, at the
same time enjoying the revenues
thereof, but he is not to destroy it,
save in the case of military neces-

sity.
"All public means of transporta-

tion such as telegraph lines, cables,
railways, and boats belonging to the
state may be appropriated to his use,
but unless in case ot military neces-

sity, they are not lo le destroyed.
"All churches and buildings de-

voted to religious worship and to the
arts and sciences aud all school hous-

es are, so far as possible, to tie pro-

tected, aud till destruction or inteu-tiou- al

defacement ol such places, of
historical monuments or archives, or
of works of science or art is prohibit-
ed, save when required by urgent
military necessity.

"Private properly, whether lie-- :

longing to individuals or corporations
is to lie nspecttd and can be conflsca
ted only as hen-afte- r indicated.
Means of transportation, such as tel-

egraph lines and cables, railways
and boats, may, although they belong
to private individuals or corporations
he seized by a military occupant but
unless destroyed under military nec
essity, are not to lie retained.

"While it is held to be the right of
the conquerers to levy contributions
upon th enemy in the seaports,
towns or province's, which may be in
his military possession by conquest

and to apply the proceeds to defray
the expense of the war, this right is
to Is- - exercised within such limita
tions that it may not savor of con-
fiscation. As the result of mil iary
oirtipation the taxes and duties pay-
able by the inhabitants to the former
government Incomes payable to the
military occupa nt tin less he wvs fit
to substitute for them other rates or
modes of contribution to the costs
of the government. The moiievs o
collected are to lie used for the pur-
pose of paying the ex of gov-
ernment under the military occupa-
tion, sirch as the salii ies of Ibej hIi s
and olice, and exnii-- s of the
army.

"Private properly taken for the
use or the army is to Is- - paid for,
when possible in cah at a fair val-
uation, and when payment in ca-- h is
not possdile, receipts are to be given.

"All porls aud places in Cuba
which may tie in the actual posies-sio- n

of our land and naval forces w ill
be opened to the commerce of the
neutral nations as viell as our ow n,
in arttch-- not contraband of war, up-

on payment of the presciila-i- l rates of
duty unit h limy he in force at the
time of the importation.

Indeed it ia generally eouceded
that Cuba will be better off th.io
when uuder Spauinh rule. lu simple
justice then we ought to be iwiin
pensed. Kuropenn nations similarly
circuiustaucxd have demanded a war
indemnity. France paid it to Ger-

many, China paid it to Japau and
Greece indemnified Turkey.

The New York KvediDg Poet sug-

gests that on Spain's withdrawal
from Cub, we withdraw from the
Philippines and let th- - Mnds fill
back to Spain. To this proposition
the New York Outlook exclaims:
"This is an unthinkable proposition.

The proposal that we with-

draw from any territory occupied by

us and relinquished it again toSpain,
will not be tolerated by the American
people aud ouht not to Is. It in

true that if our demand for theemau-cipatio- n

of Cuba had been granted
;fcere would hae been no war. It is

true that if Spain should now aband-

on Cuba, hhe would grant all that we
originally nuked of her. Hut it is

also true that no war ends with the
demands with which it begins. Na-

tions as well as individuals are borne
on upon a current which they can-

not control, to accomplish results
which they did not forsee. The Am-

ericans did not take up arms at Lex-

ington to achieve the Independent e
of the American colonies, nor did
Gen. Anderson reply to the guns
trained on Ft. Sumpter to utxll,--b

American slavery. Four years after
we had officially and in the strong
est terms disavowed all purpose nf
Interfering with slavery, slavery
was abollshfu ty a consiiiuiionsi
amendment. We commenced this
war to free the Cuban colony from
misrule. It is not impossible thut
the war will not be ended except by

the end of Spanish misrule in all her
colonies.

"The terms of peace with Spain
must involve her relinquishment of
all authoriety in every colony in
which her flig has come down and
ours has gone up. tor whether we
have interests in the Philippines or
not, or in Porto Hico or Hie Ladroncs
we have duties toward them. Ag"
uinaldo has fought loyally as the
ally of Com. Ilewey. To abandon
him and his brave troops to the ten-

der mercies of the Spanish govern
ment became Spain tins abandoned
her grip upon Cuba, to leave them to
exile, imprisonment, or the heads-

men's ax because we have no interests
to conserve in their territory would
be an ac( of treachery to our allies of
which the American e are ut
terly incapable."

We cannot hold the Philippines
for an indemnity for Spain would
quickly hypothecate the islands to
Germany, and with the money send
us home. Trade must lie extended.
We have dune our share in Atlantic
ports and it does not promise to
much further expand. We must
look to the setting sun. We must
have stopping places. American
property on the seas is as much en-

titled to protection as on land. We
must have facilities for such protec-

tion. The Philippines cannot go back
to Spain and we cannot let in Euro-
pean nation have them. Whether
we get a money indemnity or not, we
must have harbors for the Monterey
because we do not want to bring her
back to America.

President McKiuley has formulat-
ed the first colonial policy ot the
United States government in a proc-
lamation which, till modified or re-

placed by something else, is the basis
of government in those colonics com-
ing to us by conquest. The Impor
tance of this state paper is such that
it is given here in full :

"Executive Mansion, Washington
D. C. July 18, ltj'.iH.

"To the Secretary of war, Sir:
The capitulation of the Spanish for
ces in Santiago de Cuba, and in the
eastern part of the prnviuce of Santi-
ago and the occupation of the terri-
tory by the forces of the Unitid
States render it necessary to instruct
the military commander of the Unit
ed States as lo the conduct which be
is to observe during military opera
tion.

"The first effect of the military oc
cupation of the enemy's territory is
the severance of the former political
relation of the inhabitants and the
establishment of a new political pow-
er. By this chanifi'd condition of
things, the inhabitants so long as
they perform their dutits, are en-titl-

to security in their persons ,ind
property and in all their privhte
rights and relations. It is my desire
that the inhabitants of Cuba should
be acquainted with the purpo-- e of
the United Stab's to discharge to the
fullest extent its obligations, in this
regard. It will, therefore, he the
duty of the commander of the army
of occupation to announce ai d pro-
claim, in the most put lie innnn. r
that we came not to make war uimn
the Inhabitants of Cuba nor upon any
party or fraction among them but to
protect them in their home,!
in their employments and In
their personal and religh.us rights. It
