THE MEA.MMU OF THE LOAN.

The placing of the new Govern-
ment 8 per cent loan bids fair to pass

Into history as oue of the most bril-

liant and memoraMe incidents of a

brilliant and memorable wai. The
issue of J200,000,000 has been subscri
bed seven times over, and it will be

taken lo its entirely by individua
instead of syndicates. The nuiulxr
who subscribed f.r 1300 or less was

estimated Thursday evening to be
166,500 nd will probably go to2oo,
(NX). A very oonsiderable portion of
these subscriptions was in small sums
from t20 to t?00 or 300 each.

When we recall that the 5 er cent
loan of February, 1894, was off-r- ed to
public on the same interest lss and
that It was not subscrilsxl for until
all but a few days of the allotted time
had passed and then was taken a
syndicate only at the earnest insis
tence ol Mr. John Stewart and other
bankers, we see that a tremendous
revolution has been wrought in the
national credit. As a matter of
course, the financial conditio u of the
people has vastly Improved since
then, but there was au abuudmce of
money in 1894, which the owiien.
would not le id to so gisid a borrower
as Uncle Sam. W hy they should
have been so distrustful it requires sn
effort of the memory lo recall, so
great Is the change from the uneasi
ness of tbat lime to the confidence
of the present. It is chiefly a mat
ter of confidence, lor this country was
as rich in resources then as it is now
and Just as able and as sure to repay,
only people jwere persuaded of it.
When the bonds were sold to the In
vesting public hy the syndicate they
did not materially rise in price. A
few months later the outlook was
still bluer, ahd at last the Secretary
of the Treasury was forced to disp'ise
of 4 per cent bonds to a syndicate to
check a great run upon jihe Treasury,
financiers being persuaded that the
offer of a loan at popular subscript ion
would be a failure.

seems that American troops may
always make a lodgment on land
when conveyed by the navy. No
IudiI force of Spaniards has yet been
able to stand before the guns of our
war ships.

There seems to have been a reverse
on the northern coast of Cuba west o
Havana. An expedition landing
men and supplies was driven off by
Spaniards. The transport ship was
not accompanied hy a gunboat hence
the landing party had no protection
whatever. Evidently tbe Insurgents
were expected to keep the beach
clear of Spaniards, but they did not
dolt.

Notwithstanding free silver Is
dead and burrled, Ihe republican con-

ventions that are now holding in
the eastern states are patting the
grave and more firmly settling Ihe
earth over Ihe remains.

FOKEIUX OFFICERS' I'KAI.SE.

Among the most Interesting side-

lights of the war are the letters writ-

ten by the foreign officers with Gen.
Shaffer's army, who are serving their
countries as military observers. Near
ly every country In Europe, even
Turkey, has one of its beat trained
officers with the American army.
The study of logistics, the science of
moving great bodies ol armed troops,
has had no such opportunity for a
generation as this affords. Germany
moved 440,000 men to the Freuch
frontier in 10 days by rail, from July
20 to 30, in 1870, and did not disturb
the regular traffic. But the moving
of troops by water presents a totally
different problem.

Two reports have been made relat-

ing to the movement of 22,000 men
mainly from Florida ports to Cuban
shores. Major Arthur Lee, of the
English army, made one, and colonel
Clement de Oranprey, of the French
army, the other:

"The entire scheme," (of moving
Shafter's army) "was perfected and
executed without a single contre-
temps or accident," says Colonel de
Grauprey. "The disembarking was
rendered difficult by a very heavy
surf that was aggravated by the last
dashes of a tropical storm. The men
were mustered by companies, placed
on wide, flat bottomed lighters, about
50 to each craft, in command of a
commissiond officer. Tugs pushed
these lighters almost on to the beach.
Care had to be taken lest the surf
lifted the clumsy vehicle high up and
dashed it onto the beach. But not a
single accident occured, and the dis
embarkation was effected in about
six hours, it was wen worth my
coming so far to see the adeptnes
wiih w hich Aiierican ingenuity sur
mounted the most extreme difficul-

ties. No matter how serious the ol- -

stacle woul 1 seem to he, a moment
of consideration, and voila! the thing
was done."

Colonel de Uranprey concluded his
remarks by saying.

'I could not imagine a nation with
such savoir (aire until I saw these.
Such irresistahle determination as
these Americans have! And they
always succeed. Pir Spain is like a
rahhit in the jaws of a panther w hen
she Is confronted by such men."
