"Well,
there was a d m fool out from
Portland a tew days ago that let Bill
Brown sell him 20 acre of his poor
white oak clay land with a soap stone
subsoil that will not grow fern. He
expects to plant a prune orchard and
thinks it will grow. It is another
case of a 'fool and his money,
Parker was that fool though his critic
did not know it and Mhould this item
reach his eye it will tie the first inti
mation of his unwelcome words. As
'arKer draggi d his weary feet Into

Dallas that afternoon he was chewing
a cud that tasted something lite bit
ter disappointment. But his trees
followed him next day and, he being
the pioneer in prune planting, he
could not dispose of them so he had
to set them out on that "Bill Brown
white oak clay.' He prepared his
ground well, planted his treeb and
then returned to his chop to wait.
The result has proved that he is not
much of a fool after all. The trees
thrive and bear l"rge prunes. Last
summer they were almost breaking
down with fruit. Others have fol
lowed Parkers example so that now
prune growing on those oak hills is
one ol the principal Industries or
Polk county. Eight dryers at Dal-
las turned out a product last fall of
200 tors that were marketed at an
average of Hi cents per pound. This
dumps 14,noo in1 o one town, to be
reeat.i next year aud the next and
the next with additions. This is the
first year that prunt have been
raised In carload lots, aud the market
takes all that can be prepared.
