After reciting the attitude of
the United States to the Philippine
Islands and debating the supisised
alma of the insurgeants the address
proceeds:

They are patriotic' and want lib-

erty, it Is said. The commission em-

phatically asserts that tiie United
States is not only willing but anxious
to establish in the Philippine Inlands

an enlighted system ot government
under which the Philippine people
can enjoy the largest measure of
home rule and liberty consonant
with the supreme end of the govern-
ment and compatible with those ob-

ligations which the United States as
sumed toward the civilized nations of
the world. The United Stales is
striving earnestly for the welfare and
advancement of the inhabitants of the
Philippine Inlands. There can lie no

real conflict between the American
sovereignty and the rights and lib
erties of the Philippine people for as

the United Slates stands ready to fur
nish armies and navies and the infin

ite resources of a great and powerful

nation to maintain and support its
rightful supremacy over the Philip-

pine islands; so even more solicitous
is It to spread peace and huppiuess
among the Philippine people guarau
tee them their rightful rretfJoiu pro
tect them In their just privileges and
Immunities accustom them to free

in an ever-incres- lg
measure, encouraue them in those
democratic aspirations, sentiments
and Ideals which are the promise of
potency and fruitful national (level

opment.
The method of carrying out the in

tentions of this government respect
Ing the new possessions is detailed in
those regulations with which the
proclamation concludes:

"The attention of the eople of the
Philippines is invited to certain reg
ulative principles by which the Unit
ed Slates will be guided in its re I a

lions with them. These are deemed
to be points of cardinal importance:

First The supremacy of the Unit
ed States must and will I enforced
throughout every pnrt of the archi
pelago and those who resist it can
accomplish.qo other than their own
ruin.

"Third The civil rights of the
Philippine people will te guaranteed
and protected to the fullest extent.

"Fourth The object of the Amer
ican government Is the welfare uml
advancement of the Philippide peo
ple.

"Fifth There shall be guaranteed
honest and effective civil service to
the fullest extent to which it shall
be practical that natives shall be

"Sixth and collec
tion of taxes aud revenues wilt he
placed upon a sound, economical
basis. Ijocal funds collected sh II be
used for local purposes, and not tie-vot-

to other ends.
"Seventh A pure, effective and

speedy administration of Justice will
be established.

"Eighth Construction of roads,
railroads and similar means of com
munication and tranMrtion and
other public works will U-- pro
moted.

"Xlneth Domestic trade and com- -

merce, agriculture and other indus
trial pursuits shall Is? the object of
constant solicitude and fostering
care.

"Tenth Effective provision will
be made for the establishment of el
ementary schools in which the
children ot the people may he educa
ted, and appropriate facilities will Is?

provided for higher education.
"Eleventh Reform in all de

partments of the government and all
corporation closely touching the
common life of the people will le
undertaken without delay, and i

conformably with right and jus
tlce, In a way to satisfy d

demands and the highest sentiments
and aspirations of the people.
