"A second great departure which
many of us have advocated looks to
the provision of vast sums of money

ut very low rates of Interest for the
general construction of highways
throughout the country. It Involves
tho establishment of postal savings
bank and the loan of their fund or
on county bond Issued exclusively for
road Improvement and guaranteed by
the tate, the rate of Interest to be no
more than that paid by the government
on deposits possibly 2 per cent the
government gaining Us compensation
In the Improvement of the highway
and the better and cheaper transporta-
tion of the mails.

"The campaign for postal savings
banks Is already half won, and tbe on-

ly serious drawback to It la the difficul-
ty of a luck of the proper Investment
of the funds. No Investment could be
safer than that In public roads, which
add at least tenfold their cost to the
value of the proiwrty which Is pledged
for the debt. The small Interest charg-
ed could lu most cases be taken out
of the present amount of road taxa-t'n- n

and still leave enough to keep
F od road In good order, ao that the
treat reult of good roada everywhere
would be brought about without a per-

ceptible Increase In taxation, while
their beneOts would be accompanied by
thnt increase of rural thrift and econo-
my which would result from an ex-

tension to all tho agricultural region
of convenient savings Institutions and
1'ie saving habit.

"There are two or throe miuor meas-
ures of great practical value In the
gradual development of road Improve-

ment uch ns strengthening and broad-
ening tbe work which the deportment
of agriculture Is doing through the di-

vision of road Inquiry In order that the
larger educational work mny be done
both In the literary department of tbe
otlice and In the object lesson work of
road construction; such agnln as devel-
oping the employment of convict labor
In the preparation of road materials In
quarry camps, where the convicts can
be guarded and secluded as well a In
prisons and where they can have a
healthful occupation, noncompetitive
with free labor, and such finally as the
promotion of state aid to road build-
ing under which the most substantial
progress In road construction has so
far been made.

"But the third of the grand under
takings which I would like to com
mend to you Is the construction of
great national object less in road Im
provement and In the advance of val
ues due to good roads. It Is the build
ing of a national highway across the
ctntlnent and nlong both It shores.
Kuch a highway, extending, for In
stance, through all the great coast cit
ies of the continent, branching north
ntul south along tbe Pacific, would
traverse or touch two-thir- d of the
state of the Union. It need not be
built by the general government ex
cept through Indian reservation and
public lands,, whore the government
Itself would reap the profit In tbe ad
vanced values. Kuch state could build
It portion a a part of Its own system
and it own object lesson In road con
struction. The natlonnl supervision
would Insure the proper location and
connection of the different state sec
tions In order to form a continuous and
well located through line. Bucb a high
way would be the great. thoroughfare
of business and plensure travel for
vehicle of all kinds. It would soon be
lined with villages, villas and model
farms throughout Its entire length, and
(he advance In property values would
be so plain that 'be wbo runs may
read.'

"A project so vast may seem like
vision of dreamland, but In all Its vast
ncss It I only a fraction of what al
ready ba been done In the construc-
tion of our continental railways, and
It is no more than a fitting adjunct or
sequence of the great transformation
of travel which the successful advent
of Ute automobile bos wrought for the
future. Such a field for. your vehicles
would multiply . tbelr use a hundred
fold. Road and vehicle would fit each
other, and together they would worthi
ly signalise tbe advent of the twentieth
century.

CONVICT ROAD BUILDING.

Month Carollaa fr'laaa It Elective
aaa Proataale,

Fflectlve use of couvlct Inbor In road-
making Is rcoi1ed from Columbia, 8,
('., where an average of 80 prisoners
have U'cn employed in this work for
the post two years. Lost year 31 miles
of road radiating from the city were
remade, graded, ditched, hi Id with
sand on clay or clay on sand and con
verted into smooth and satisfactory
highways, capable with timely and
systematic care of Indefinite mainte-
nance In good condition. During the
preceding year fully ten miles bad been
emade. so that now there are over 40

miles of these permanent roads lead- -
ng out of Columbia.

With the levy asked for tbe mileage
can be doubled this yeur, the work on
each rond being taken up at Its pres
ent terminus, from five to seven miles
from the city, and carried an equal
distance beyond. By following this
dan every main rond In the county

con Is- - made In from three to four
years more. "Columbia Is now far
more accessible by highway than it has
ever Itocn, comments The State of
thnt city, "a fact dally evidenced by
tne 1111 111 sir of wagons aud carts com
Ing to and going from tbe city, the
traffic on certain roads at certain hours
assuming processional proportions."

Although there have been. It la claim-

ed, more patetita granted for churn
than for any other single agricultural
Inipleuieut, with the poiwlble eiceptlon
of farm gates, nevertheless It la a fact
that Just an much and Just a good but-
ter can be made with the old fashioned
daah churn a with the motit niodere
churn known.

The priuclple of all churna Is the
same, whether they are dash churna or
the ao called air churn, and It (Uould
be remembered that no churn can get
more butter from a glren amount of
milk or cream that It contains of but-
ter fat plus a reasonable amount of
water and caseous matter.

It I hard to explain by natural laws
the clow progress made In milk testing
in some totalities, says The Creamery
Journal. It I licyuiid all question that
the Ilnbcock text is the leading Inven-
tion of the age In Unit line. It I sure
thiit It Is the only practicable method
knowu for easily and surely ascertain
lnt; the value of the milk for butter
milking. It Is certain that unless we
know the fat content of each patron'
milk It Is ImpoHxlhlu to dlvldo the mon
ey fairly among the muny patrons. It
Is certain 'that If we do not divide It
fairly wo are parties to fraud and 111

justice aud have no right to hold our
heads up among honest men. Why!
then, are there ho many creameries
where no attempt Is made to pay each
pa I ron his JiiKt dues?

There seems to lc no answer possible
to this except the mealiness of man.
Nature Is good and honest. Science la
trustworthy. The Hulicock test Is
founded ou nature and science. To use
It Is to make It possible to do right
To refuse to use It Is to make It lm-

possible to do right.
In the llrsj place, some men are sus

picious. The ordinary creamery pntron
is not an angel, but a man with the In
herein feelings of mortality. lie I

Rcnsitive when a neighbor gets more
for his milk than he does, and he I

sometimes suspicious that the testing
was not Impartially done. Kusplcion
on the pnrt of some patrons I one
cause for opposition to the use of the
test.

Another cause Is dishonesty. There
nre patrons who wish to get the better
of their neighbors. We are glud to be-

lieve that they are In the minority, but
they can bo found, and they are al
ways opposing nnythlng which pre
vents them from succeeding In their
plans. They have thin milk, and they
want as much for It as If It were lietter
milk. So with a few who wish to
cheat and a few who are envious of
neighbor who beats them In tlio qua!
Ity of milk and gets paid accordingly
there Is opposition to the test anion
patrons.

Another reuson Is that the suspicion
that the testing Is not skillfully, care-
fully and honestly done Is sometime
Well founded. There are rascals, sad
Its, sny, behind tho weigh can and In
the holy of holies of the creamery.
Lack of confidence In the accuracy of
the test I occasionally due to lack of
confidence In tho tester rather than In
tho machine.

est literature of the pust, say Hoard'
Dairy innn.

Surely If the cow has furnished such
Inspiration to the most ancient of
poets, shall she not lie deemed worthy
of a tribute of praise from the farmer
of today, whom she has so often saved
from many a deruslutlng tlnanclnl
drought?

When the weather holds down below

ero and the mercury sulks day after
day, says The Creamery Journal, the
thrifty pntron sets his milk caus away
In the horso barn and covers them up
like so many INK I mo babies to kocp
them from frce.liig, and after two
days he loads them up and semis them
to the creamery ami exH ts the butter
to sell for three quarters of a cent
above highest quttailoii.

Were he at the other end of the line
lie would find that the butter has
dirty flavor after It reaction the deal-
er and that It Is due to tainted milk.
It Is easy to say that the butter maker
should refuse nil milk which Is the
least tainted; but, all the same, the
creameries ore few where there will
not lie at times some milk which Is
not strictly up to the desired standard,
and the fact that the hoys ask their
patrons to take special pnlns when
they nre sinking butter for a conven
tion show Hint they sometimes take
milk In for the everyday make which
Is not so fine as It ought to If and that
they see no way out of It under the law
of competition. Where, then, doe
tact come In? Itlght here for one
place. There two or more grades
of milk delivered ss to cleanliness,
skim as little milk as possible Into the
cream from milk which I not, like
Ca-sa- r' wife, above suspicion and then
dump warranted milk right Into the
rrenm. This shuts out a much as pos-

sible of the taint from questionable
milk and putts In enough casein of the
accepted quality to set up the right
kind of fermentation. In practice this
lullk Is generally In part or as a whole
"started" In fermentation the day pre-

vious, but adding good, fresh milk
ba of Itself a good effect

meeting of that body In I'htladelphla
recently.

C. Buavely and
II. D. Worrell. The alugle object in
view la the aonslderatlon of the whole

A SOFT ROAD.

(From U A. W. Bulletin.

subject (if rondmakliig aud the prep
aration of a comprehensive measure on
the subject, to be submitted to the next
legislature lu January, 1U01.

Tho presldeut of the commission, Mr.
Worrell, has been for more than ten
rear an earnest student of the varl
ous road systems in Pennsylvania and
other states, and he is at preseut chair-
man of the state highway committee
of the League of American Wheelmen,
He is tho right man in the right place
and as the head of the commission
will be able to furnish valuable Infor-

mation on the (mention at Issue. In
discussing the mutter he continued:

"There Is nothing more Important to
a state than good roads, aud It cannot
be denied Unit under the present super
vlsorshlp system in this stutethere is
not much hope for Improvement. Just
how bad the system Is can perhaps
be best Indicated In words by stating
that year after year sufficient money
has leen collected In the shape of road
taxes not only to maintain Improved
highways, but also to extend the work
of making new roads. Progress bo
been Impossible because of the great
waste of the people's money, which It
must be admitted can burdly lie avoid-
ed under the prevailing system.

"Our commission must consider flrst
of all the Interests of the farmers,
who are large taxpayer and are per-

haps the least ablo to bear the burden,
We desire to prepare a law which will
give them good roads, so that they
will be able to get their producta to
market without Increasing the burdeu
of taxation.

"We should, of course, have state
aid, and there should be provided a
system of supervision different from
the preseut. The new township gov
eminent bill I a good law and 1 an
Improvement ou the old one, but It af
feet only a few townships, which will,
I have no doubt, be greatly lamented.
One feature of the present law now In
force In nearly every township which
la very objectionable I the privilege
extended to some to work out their
road tax. This should be abolished, for
the reason that the farmers and oth
er who are given tue privilege put
their own people to work on tho ronds,
men and boys who are generally In
competent, aud bad work I the re
sult Tbua there la a waste In the tax
payer' money In that feature of tbe
present system.

'Beyond a doubt tbe present methods
must be revolutionised, but just what
shull be done Is the problem which we
must solve. If a system could be de-

vised whereby roads could be built by
contract, the taxpayers' money could
be made to go much further than It
does at present. Tbe cost of construc-
tion would be less because of the com-

petition."
Secretary Hamilton of the Pcnnsyl

vaula department of agriculture says
a good road, dry, solid, smooth and ot
easy grade, la no longer to be classed
among the luxuries, but It is a business
necessity uot only to the farmer, but
to every Industry and enterprise In the
state. Tbe manufacturers, merchants,
the railroad lines, the boroughs aud the
cities are equully benefited by Improv
ed highways with the farmer who re-

sides In the Immediate vicinity, of the
country rood. ,' 4

Heretofore our public roads have
bceu maintained by the citizens In
whose districts these roads are found,"
continued Mr. Hamilton. "There are
at present about 100,000 miles of coun-
try roads lu Pennsylvania, which cost
annually about $ l.OOO.lxm, or about $10
per mile, to maintain. When the un
serviceable condition of these ronds Is
considered, notwithstanding the enor-
mous sum expended annually far their
repair, the conclusion Is forced thnt
there Is something radically wrong
with a 'system' that ho till pnrt of
our public business In control.

An examination of the fact shows
that there Is no single system of road
management In this state, but ninny,
and In most of the 1..1O0 townships
which the state includes there are nn
continuous boards of snpet visors. The
officials change every year, and ns a
consequence no well considered plan
for road Improvement la possible While
this condition exists."
