their butter and cheese after a certain
excellent formula, the products would
soon obtain a better reputation iu Eu-

rope. jUne of tbe secrets of tbe suc-

rose of Canadian cheese lu tugland
Is that It la all of a uniform standard.
Cheeses from 40 or 60 factories or farms
tan be placed alougslde of each other,
and tbey look so much alike that it
would be bard to believe that tbey
were made In widely different parts of
the country by as many different men.

Through aud united ef-

fort the Canadian cbeeseuiakere have
come to adopt a modern, clean, ul

method of waking and curing
i heir cheese, and, as all cheese that
fulla to come up to the standard can-uo- t

lie exported as Canadian cheese,
the shrewd dairymen have little In-

centive to make anything except the
best Now, having established an en-

viable record for their cheese, these
same dairymen are devoting their at-

tention to Uie Improvement of their
butter product. They are employing
tbe aame method to do this that tbey
adopted so successfully fur their
cheese. It Is tbe uniformity of tbelr
cheese more than anything else that
baa given tt the reputation abroad.

In looking around for a standard of
either cheese or butter, It Is ouly neces-
sary to examine the product of the
careful, skillful dairymen lu the spring
and summer of the year. Nature's
succulent food Is at Its best now, and
It la not difficult to make One, yellow
butter or rich, fine, full cream cheese.
The product of the dairy at this season
should be accepted as the standard for
tbe year rouud. Our June creamery
butter la considered so fine that specu-

lators buy hundreds of tons of It and
store It for winter trade. This would
not be necessary if we made an effort
to keep up the staudanl.

Caws as FooS Hrndeeers.
The cow Is oue of the most valuable

of tbe farm animals as au ecouowlc
producer of food from the coarse and
cheap fodders of the farm, says a cor-

respondent of Tbe Breeder's Gazette.
Tbe following Illustrates this point:
One pound of dry matter lu uiilk Is
produced from 8 pounds of dry matter
In food. In beef from 27 pounds, la mut-
ton from 21 pounds and In pork from
7 pounds.

Tbe only fair comparison Is between
tbe ruminating animals, which are fed
on similar food. Tbe hog is fed al-

most wholly on concentrated foods, as
the various grains. It takes nearly
three and one-hal- f times aa much food
to make a pound of dry food In beef
as It does to make one pound of dry
matter In milk and over two and one-hal- f

times aa much to produce the
same results with aheep. Tbe cow is
therefore a much more efficient food
producer than either the ateer or tbe
sheep.

Tbe cow, moreover, produces a food
that la adapted to a wide range of use

! do not believe," said Mr. Payne,
"that a natiou can meet with contin-
ued prosierity whose imports exceed
Its exports, auy more than can au
individual whose expeuses exceed
his Income. But exporta are uot to
he confined t merchandise alone.
Ureal Britain ia a great creditor na-

tion. Her people have investments
In every quait-- r of Ihe globe. They
own goverument, state and munici-
pal and private corporation bonds;
I bey have In vet ted in stock of every
description and embarked in count
less private enterprises. This pro
duces an income of which no account
is taken in the bslantes between her
impoiti and ex pom,' which goes far
in paying up the' trade balances
agaiuat ber. In additiou to this, she
does a large poitionof tie carrying
trade of tbe world. From tills source
she receives huutlrede-o- f millions
which help to make up this trade
balance. Wi re It not for these com-

pensations tbe balance of her imports
over her exporta must of necessity be
paid in gold. On the other hand,
the United Stttea is and has been a
debtor nation. Great Britain holds
many of our securities on which tbe
snnual indebtedness is enormous.
Our traveling people pay tribute to

the old country by spending abroad
an amount eetimated by many at

1100,000,000 a year. In other words,
we expoit Ibat much gold. We pay
large sums to owners of foreign ves
sels engaged in our carrying trade.
This is estimated as high asf200,000,- -

000 a year. We could not pay these
vast sums annually If our exports did
exceed our imports, thereby creating
an Indebtedness from abroad to counter-b-

alance these heavy payments.
With our wonderful increase in ex-

ports and especially of the balance
over our imports, the ttblea ere
gradually turning and enormous
quantities of our bonds and stocks
have been brought back during the
last two years. New York has ac-

tually subscribed for a Russian loan
during the past few mouths. If our
trade lucreases as it has for the pai-- t

year, aud the balance due us annual-

ly becomes larger, we shall aoon ab
sorb all our securities held abroad,
and our people will be making In

vestments in foreign countries.
"When a nation becomes Indebted

abroad," said Mr. Payne, "It does

ui t necessarily mean the movement
of gold, although this is often the
case, various means are resortea to
to prevent the eiKirt of gold such as

the raising of rates upon the l ank of
England. We have not been forced

to adopt any of these schemes lie--

cause of Ihe large balance t f trade In

our favor. Under the last adminis
tration, II Is true, we were obliged to

buy gold (much of It from abroad)
Willi bonds, In order to keep up the
equilibrium. Other uieaiii are re-

sorted to to pay the balance due for
el n nations, like the selling of gov

erument bonds, as was our case in
1894 or 18U5, and the sale of various
other securities. The baukers will

seek In each Instance to hold on to
the gold, and lo exchange every
form of security for the indebtedness.

"The reason, therefore, that Eng
land prospers with so great a balance
of trade against her is because of her
enormous wealth In Investments
abroad. These Investments are sap
ping tbe wealth of every nation lu

the world, and are the means hy

which she Is enabled to pay the liv
Ing expeuses of her people. If there
was the same trade balance against
this country as there Is against Eng
land our people would become

bankrupt.
"Nation , like Individuals, when

business runs agaiuat them, are
forced Into economy, and thus avert
disaster. While, ou tie other hand,
when rolling In wealth, tbey sur-

round themselves with luxuries and
thus scatter thetr surplus. It Is thus
that equilibrium Is preserved, and
each nation retains its quota of gold."

At
11 rut the wound la mode rata, but when
cold or snow threatens It grows aa If
by uiuglc. Not only leaves, but low,
buahy bruab and strawy sedge ara
guuwed off and carried In great mouth-- '
fuls to the bed. If 20 hogs
are to sleep lu It, It wlU be breast high
to a umii before tbe accumulation
ceaaea. Then as aoon aa feeding Is
over the hogs wake a dasb for It, bur-
row under and bury themselves, bead
and ears, in Its depths. Tbey lie crosa
aud pile any fashion. Indeed, wbleb
brings tbeui aa close together aa possi-
ble. As the cold strengthens In the
night those upon tbe outer edges puab
themselves under and between tbelr
Bleeping mates, thus rousing them to
squeul dlaconteut.

A suckling sow wakes her own bed
ami fiKhta away from It everything ex-

cept her pigs. She beapa It conlcally,
gets upon top, works herself half way
down In It, then whirls around and
around until she baa hollowed for her-
self and her piggies a snug nest After
she lies down In It with her pigs strung
along ber side she rises upon ber fors
log and with her snout flirts the bed
stuff all over ber Utter. Upon a bitter
day the pigs do not leave tbe bed.
Hogs of every sort Indeed He asleep
through the cold unless driven out by
hunger.

Hogs learn quickly to discriminate.
They will set up a prodigious squeal-
ing when hungry at algbt of tbelr
habitual feeder, yet pay no attention

whatever to any other person. Tbey
alao learn their own calls as distin-
guished from those of other animate
Up In the region of mountains and
uioonahlue whisky bogs are called with
loug wooden trumpets, whose sound Is
like that of a hunting born, but more
powerful and carrying farther. Reve-
nue vigilance la of course tbe bora's
reason of being Its blasts do not
awaken auapiclon aa would the usual
culliug. The hogs ranging miles ef
mountainside come when tbey bear
the trumpet a little before daylight
for tbelr beloved swill, but cannot be
fooled by blasts of any other horn.

He learna to climb post and rail as a
dog climbs, to throw down snake rail
after the manner of breacby cattle, to
evade barbed wire aa shrewdly as a
politician evadea tbe fulfillment of a
promise and to worm his way through
everything lu a manner to justify tbe
angry farmer who said, "I don't know
about a cauiel going through tbe eye
of a needle, but If It waa a bog I'd bet
on bis dolug It every time."

Horses' Caats.
Nature provides tbe horse with a tut

aud comparatively abort coat for sum-
mer wear ami- - a coarser aud longer one
for winter use. says tbe London Live
Hloek Journal. Tbe animal aheds tbe
former covering during tbe autumn
and the lutter during the sprlug. Tbe
hairs of the forelock, mane and tall
ami the long hairs about tbe musale
ami eyes are uot sued. Oood grooming
and the use of warm clothing greatly
tend to reduce the difference between
the summer coat aud the wluter coat.
If while the coat Is being changed In
the spring the brush or other means be
employed to hasten the process, the
roots of the hair will become prema-
turely excised to tbe action of tbe air
and consequently will become stlmu
lated, with the result that coarser balr
will be formed than would have been
the rase had the winter coat been al-
lowed to remain on for Ita usual pe-
riod. Hence tbe summer coat would
be rougher than It would otherwise
have , ami Its appearance may be
more or less sxi!led. To prevent,
therefore, auy loss of good looks la tbe
summer coat of their animals grooms
who have to study appearances. Ilk
thoae In tha rife of fashionable carriage
burses In the London seaaon, are gen-
erally careful to avoid brushing or
hand rtiliblui; the coat while It la being
sbed durlug the spring.

Tbe Sharou
Steel Company has for I's president
Frederick Buhl, who built' the large
open hearth tU-e-l plant at Sharon,
t'eiiu , which the Steel and Wire
Compauy has purchased, aud with
him ia Jehu Uteveiisou, formerly
super teudei.t of the Newcastle
works, which were sold to tbe Bteel
ami Wire. Tbe new plaul Is lo have
great ca aclly, with all the latest de-
vices for economising-- ' labor and other
ct, a furnace I urn lug out six hun
dred tous a day, and the skill of men
who have not been' unsuccessful.

But the Union Steel Company is
also to build woiks at Webster,
Petin., thirty mites below Flit-rbuiY- ,

on the Monongchala river, the well
known bank em, MeCon Bros., beiug
largely ii teres! ed In the eotjrpriae,
ami, according to reiKrts, Mr. H. V.

Frick is also interested. This plant
is to be of a similar kind,' and It is
said that it will be lu operation be
fore January 1.

In
addition the old companies which
were not absorbed fry the big corpo
ration have also been extending their
plants, one having added thirty tin
plats mills wilhiu a coin oar tiely
short lime. These are merely asm- -

I pies of Ihe expansion now going ou
in almort every Hue which a great
coiuliluat'on has umletttken to con
trot.

In wlte and nails and in tiu plates
the great combinations secured plants
about able lo supply the entire quan
tity required for consumption in this
country. In fact, tbe St el and Wire
Company has pushed It enterprise
into foreign markets also, and In ten

mouths, ending with April, the
actual exports, mainly by this com-

bination, were 198,274,01)5 pounds
wire, 20.665,130 pounds wire roils,

nnd 77,592.208 pounds wire nails,
with other Items making over 800,-000,0-

pounds. The tin plate works
have scarcely exported any products
ss yet, the price fixed for the home
trsdo having been quite high. Bui
while new and powerful works are
entering the field as competitors,
either will be in position to seek the
home or the foreign trade, with a

prospect that a big foreign 'rude will
be necessary In each Hue ol manufac-

ture to keep all the esttl'll-hi- nts at
work. Owing lo Ihlsexui.ded de-

mand, the quantify of pig Iron re-

quired may be found larger than has
been anlh lpat. d, for one of the con-

siderations which have seemed of
especial Importance in the trade Is

that the decrease In demand for fin-

ished products, and tbe increase in
production of pig iron by the finish-

ing companies themselves, would
leave a large surplus of Iron produced
hy the old furnaces for which there
will be insufficient demsnd.

The truth is that none of the par-

lies Interested will be able to deter-

mine what relation the supply ol pig
iron will bear to the demand until
the reduction of price to about a nor
m tl range has given encouragement
to hou e purchasers. No one pre-

tends to deny that the extraordinary
shrinkage lu demand since last No-

vember baa been lu large measure
due to the high prices asked for fin-

ished products. As long as the de-

mand waa constantly running far
ahead of the supply, so that the
prices of materials were being stead-

ily forced upward, the constat t ten-

dency was to cut down that demand.
The obvious remedy for thst slate of
things ia a return of prices to such
normal figures that the home and
foreign demand may both he eocour-a;e- d

to the utmost. When that
happens it will probably be found
that, as 1 1 other times, the American
demsnd is practically unlimited ex-

cepting by advance in prices. The
room for development In this fortun-

ate country has not been measured
aa yet, hut can o. ver he fairly tested
except under conditions of reasona-

ble steadiness in price and moderate
coal ofpnaludion,

Wild blackberries are more plenti
ful In Columbia county this year
than for any season for several years.

Cara OH Meal.
We are receiving many Inquiries of

late concerning tbla relatively new by-

product from corn, says Hoard's Iaii
It Is wade from coru hearts, or

tbe germs of tbe corn keruels, and la
claimed to have better If not greater
feeding value than Unseed oil meal.
While we are not prepared to vouch
for the literal accuracy of this claim,
we have uo question that It Is a valua-
ble addition to tbe list of highly con-

centrated foodstuffs rich In digestible
protein aud one that dairymen will
be well repaid for giving a fair triul.
Feed merchants In dairy districts
ought to be prepared to distribute this
meal to tbelr customers this spring In
small lota so that Ita value may be
demonstrated aud the farmers be pre-
pared to place their orders for next
wluter'a feed understanding. It ought
to be sold regularly for about $22.50
per ton at retail, aud. If It shall prove
on trial to have tbe merit claimed for
It, It will All a place now largely va-

cant because of tbe excessive prices
charged for Unseed oil meal In many
sections of the country.

riltar Milk Hi Olea.
The oleo wen are now making much

of the argument that filthy milk la
sometimes aent to tbe creamery for
butter making, aaya Rural New York-
er. Then tbey aay that la wa to compel
Salrymea to be clean are more needed
than lawa to regulate tbe sale of oleo.
Of course tbey think so. From their
standpoint filth In milk Is a terrible
crime, while filth In business morals Is
a little thing. Dairymen do not object
to fair sanitary laws. Tbey will be
clean If the oleo people will be honest.
All manner of tricks are resorted to lu
order to evade tbe present laws. Just
as In the aale of "process," or deviled,
butter, all sorts of schemes are prac-
ticed to pass tbe stuff off dishonestly.
In some cases where the state laws de-

mand that packages shall be plainly
marked purple wrapping paper is used,
with the printed name In about tbe
aame color Ink. !n other cases yellow
Ink IS used on the white wrapplug pa-

per, so tbst It cannot be easily read.
No use talking, tbe oleo business Is full
of fraud which our present law can

ot prevent.

ASvaataaea af WISa Tires.
Experiments made at the Missouri

agricultural station show that in near-
ly all road conditions broad tired wag-
ons pull easier than those with narrow
tires. On macadam road a load of
2.51S pounds can be hauled on broad
tires with the aame draft as a load of
2.000 pounds on narrow ones. On grav-
el road, except when wet and sloppy on
top, tbe draft of tbe broad tired wagon
la much less than that of the narrow
tired wagon. A load of 2.482 pounds
can be hauled on broad tires with tbe
draft required for 2.0OU pounds on nar-
row tires.

Tbe trials ou dirt roada give varying
results. Wbea It Is dry, hard and free
from dust, 2.530 pounds can be hauled
on broad tires with tbe draft required
for 2,000 pounds on narrow tires. Wbea
tbe surface Is covered with two or
three Inches of dry, loose dust, tbe re-

sults sre favorable to tbe broad tire
la general the better the road tbe

greater tbe advauume of the broad tire.
tn turf It hi much easier of draft
