DISEASED FRULT,

The horticultural commissioners of
Oregon are calling stlention regard-
ing the sale of lnfected or diseased
fruit, The law under which the
commissioners uot reads as fllows:

See. 5. It shall be unlawful for
any person, firm or corporsbion
import or sell any lufected or disensed
frai* of any Kkind in the state of

Sec, 6. Every person who packs
or prepares for shipment toany poini
without the state, or who delivers or
causes to be dellverad 1o nny exprss
agent, or rallrosd agent, or other per-
soft, OF (0 any trapsportabion com
pany or corporation for shipment 1o
uny poiot without the state, any
fruit or fruits, either fresh, cured o
dried, that is infected with inscets,
pests or di-eases injarious o (rees, or
shrubs, plants, fraits or vegetubles, is
guilty of a misdemennor,

see. 7. Any person, firm or corpo
ration violating any of the provisions
of this act shall be deemed guilty of
u misdemeanor nnd upou convicgion
thereofl shall be pualshed by a fine of
not less than twenty-five (820) dollars
nor more than one hundred ($100)
dollars,

Sec, 8. Lt shall be the duty of the
commissioner of the state board of
horticulture of the districe in which
a violstion of this act occurs, 1O pre-
seut the evidence of the case o the
distriet attorpey, whoss duty it shall
be to prosecute any person gulity ot
# violation of this act, which prose
cution may be brought in any O the
Justice courts of the state.
