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KBPUBLICAN TRUST LEGISLA-
TION.

Democrats certainly monod be fe-
miliar with republican utteranees oo
trusts or they would not be given Lo
the vapourings they iofliet upon the
people.  The republican idea ls sum-
wed up by President McKinley In
bis lester of aeceplance when he says:
“Trusts ure combinations of capital
which coutrol the market in com-
modities necessary to the general use
of the people, by suppressing natural
and ordivary eompetition, thas en-
hancing prices to the general con-
sumer, are obnoxious o the common
law and the public welfare. They
are dangerous conspiracies sgainst
the publie good, and should be made
the subject of prohibitory or penal
legislation,”

The rapublican party for years hus
been trying to enacs leglslation con-
trolling these monopolies, The
Sherman law is an example. Defects
have besn found, and while s suffi-
cient law has not been writlen, the
defects of the vid law have been laid,
bare. Cases under the Sherman Act
huve been before the supreme court
which tribunal has hinted that con
gress liges constitutional suthority,
fur passing a trust eontroling law.

The court reasoned shat congress
may not interfere with the private
business of the citizen. Law could
not fix the fare to be paid by a pas.
senger riding on  Elijah Corbett’s
stage Irom here to Portland, but
when the rallroad was buill it was so
large a factor in the transportation
problem that the doctrine of public
policy attached to the monopoly and
the state assumed the prerogative of
fixing a rate. So with freight. Mr.
Smith, who, with hisx two-horse
team, freights between here and
Portland, will not sllow the legisla-
ture to dictate what charges he may
impose, but if he with all the other
tenmsters unite with the railroad to
ralse the price, a point might be
reached when public policy could
step In and establish a maximum
raté, s0 with all otber Industries.
But the U, 8. court finda that “pablic
policy," us refiected in leginlation, is
uwot sufficient to enable it to uphold
the laws. The court ls not willing
to take she responsibllity on that
point, but wants an werticle of the
constitution, the fundamental law of
the laod upon which a decision may
{1 hlll.".

The republieans desiring to give
the court the desired authority pro-
posed an amendment to the constitu-
tion at the Iast semion of congress,
but not having a majority in the sen-
ule or the house necessary (o propose
the samendmenis to the states it was
lost. All the democrats voted against
it. If the democrats really want o
do something to cripple the trosts
let them rise above opposition parti-
snnship and join in formative legis-
Iation that will control the great
munopolies. Thelr actions lead us to
think that they have had “some of
the pork.”
