The drainage water from ench pol
as [t leaches through will he caught
and earefully analyzed from sy o
day, o that the experimenters will
konow just how much plant food is
being lost from each pot or minis-
tare fleld, and will be able to tell
whether or not summer fallow cuuses
un excessive loss.
