shall he collected by the Chinese
government,”

This paragraph in substance, if not
i identical words, wus in the note
seul to the olher nations—Russia,
Germany, Fruoce, taly and Japao.
The “Open Duor” policy does nos
touch the tariff regulstions of any
country, but rather recognizes those
regulations, The “Open Door” was
vot wade with Chins, but wish the
other nations,

This wus the condition of things in
Ching lust spring. Eogland had al.
rendy oblaloned a foot-hold in China
#wt Hong Koog. Thas city and some
country sround is an Eoglish colony,
France had some interest in China,
Guermany sod Huossia, and Italy and
Japan were seeking slices of territory.
Indesd Hussin had Port Arthur. To
cuse consclence, those nations applied
the term “Spheres of Interest” to
such slices, Mr, Hay saw that st the
rate things were golog it would not
be long before the United States
would have to obtain a “slice,"” or be
shut out from the commerce of
Uhine, We did not wang to “ex-
pund’ into China, but Mr. Hay aid
want to preserve the right to trade
there vn the same terms as she “‘moss
tavored pation.” Hence he formu-
lntdd the “Open Door™ policy and
uskid, not Chios but outside nations,
to agree to modify their “Sphere of
luterest” =0 us to permit all nations
to trape on equal terms, The “Open
Dour™ does not mean free trade. All
nutions trnde with us on eqoal terms,
Few York, San Francisco snd Port-
Innd wre open doors W all oations,
So s Manids. We maintain  the
open door in Manila, as the elderly
Indy waid: The Philippines is a hot
country and we age glad to let the
door stand open,

Oue other thing regardiog Maulls,
We will probably extend our coast-
ing laws to the Philippines, that is
trade between the continental and
insular ports of the United States
will be free. In that case Spanish
merchandise carried in American or
Spanish ships will be admitted inso
Filipioo ports free of duty for ten
years, Buat that will not upset our
tarif laws,

No other nasion can ask the same
privilege by resson of the “most fa-
vorsd nation™ clause that is inserted
tn modern treaties,  Our title to the
Philippines is, in part st least, by
purchuse and this ten years' imporga.
tion convession is a part of the pur
chase price. It is not in the nature
of a “favored nation” clause, hence in
no way does I8 effect our tarill laws,

Che doctrine of “‘purchase price”
1= well understood In Oregon, and is
recognized 1o have privileges attached
to it pot possessed by any other
transactivn.

summing up then, the “Open
Door™ = not an agreement with
Chine, but with other nations by
which they all agree to seek no ad
vaniages the one over the other,
The soverelgnsy of Chioa Is recog-
nigxl.
