In fact, any water whatever
which Is exposed to tbe air or to visits
of other animals, wild or tame. Is liable
to be contaminated lu this way, aud
the use of It Is to bo guarded against.

Aimer less STraMers. ..
- The trotting horse may be said to be
the perfi-ctlo- of the American type,
says Ainslee's Magazine, but there are
modifications of this type all in a meas-
ure due to the making of that type re-

sulting In heavy harness horses, high
steppers and the best klud of saddle
horses, while the general utility horses
of this couutry are bo far superior that
they are being purchased for use in the
European armies to such an' extent
that the ctportatlon of horses Is be-

fouling a great business. To be sure,
we are importing horses all the while
also, but these are brought either to
add newHtraIus to our thoroughbred
tock or to keep up the supply of heavy

draft animals. Hackneys have also
been brought In within 15 years In
great numbers, and It Is likely tlmt
within a decade or so there will be an
American hnckney type. The hackney
as originally developed In England, as
the name Implies, was a general utility
borse and used under the saddle and In
harness as a hack. The accentuation
of the high knee action of this kind of
horse has given to it a vogue in Eng-
land, and they have been used for
roacb and light driving as well, the
ihowy movement being considered
very graceful aud effective.

Unfortunately there
are always buyers who are seeking
pure bred stock at grade prlcea. and to
them some breeders are selling their
:ulls. This Is at best a shortsighted
mllcy. which will result In Injury not

The Maine legislator who bated dogs
and hoped to exterminate the breed by
Imposing a per capita tax had no Idea
Uiat by so doing he would add an ap-

preciable sum to he .revenue of the
state, says the Boston Globe.

Treasurer Simpson's report for the
fwar 18UU, which has Just been Issued,
Shows that .!(),l)K!t was received last
year lu dog taxes, put of which
&08.14 was paid for Injuries vommitted
to domestic stock by dogs and other
wild animals, leaving a net iuconic
from the dogs of 0,i:iO.Sl n year, or
enough to support the emire Maine mi-

litia for Vi mouths and still have more
than $.,0U0 to the good.

When the Spanish war broke out and
the ( examining physicians rejected
nearly half of the enlisted men for
physical disability, officers of high
rank felt badly and remarked that the
Maine troops hnd "gone to tbe dogs,"
little thinking how literally true the
assertion was, because If the dog tax
bad nut been In force the public treas-
ury would have shown a big deficit.

Tbe so called dog law was passed
for the purpose of providing funds for
reimbursing farmers for the loss of
sheep that were killed In pastures by
dogs, bears, catamounts and other
bloodthirsty animals, and the bill has
not only accomplished what It set out
to do and provided a fat surplus to bv
devoted to other purposes, but In the
bands of a few cunning farmers who
care more for gaiu than for honor It
has opened up a market for aged, sick-
ly and unsalable sheep that Is afforded

no other civilized community on
earth.

In collecting sheep damages the own-
er of the dead or wounded nnlruals ap-

plies to the selectmen of the town, who
act as Coroners to view the remains
and fix the value on the same. The
most exiiert shepherd In the world enn-no- t

distinguish a lean and languishing
animal from a healthy one after It bus
been slain nnd mangled by wild ani-

mals.
The presumption is that the weak-

lings of the flock are killed Ix'oause
they can be caught more easily than
vigorous nnlinnls, but when thp owner
makes oath that the dogs or hears cull

the pride of his flock the selectmen
cannot dispute him ami allow him top
notch prices.

and death stricken sheep at rates which
