Sinee the
wdopsion of the XV amendment, the
politicians of the Soulh have been
casting abous for « plan that will
effectually disfrmnchise the negro,
1o several of the states a scheme has
been devised, which ssems to do the
work falrly well. The U. 5, consti-
tution provides that “The right of
citisena of the United States 1o vote
shall not be denled or abridged by
the United Btates or by any stage on
secount o1 race, color or previous
condition of servitude.”
