That
was the idea adopted iu » bill known
as the “ship subsidy bill'" before the
last congress, A while sgo this aid
was ssked becsure it was claimed
that ships can not be buill s econo-
mically in she Upited Stages ns in
Eugland or Germuny, that is steel
whips, the kind now favorites, But
by the great sirides made during the
1a4¢ fow years by our grest json foun.
dries und rolling mills, it has been
guite sulislscloriy showrn  that we
can wore thus compete with the
forelguers.  ludesd American ship
builders bhave got cootracts in the
open warket from foreign  nations,
Because it has been shown quile eou-
clusively that we can duplieate for-
eign built ships for the same or less
woney then they cost, the oppovenls
of the subsidy bill assert that no sub-
sidy is needed. The [riends of the
bill reply shas the subsidy is nol
needed so much to foster ship build-
ing a8 itis to equalize their salling
and steaming when built. It is
pointed ous that J. Plerpont Morgan
who recently boughs the Layard
stemmship line does not sail his ships
under the American Hag, but let
them continue to carry she British
