Just now there are fundamental
facts touching the rights and privi-

leges of labor that should be h r
ougbly underxtiMMl and ponillvely
acknowledged ty every individual
of the atate. It ia now conceded that
a laborer ha the right to quit work
when he chooses. The only quest ioi

involved U one of equity. If
laborer la under contract to labor for
aapecitted time and he break Jiis
cou tract then it ia a quentiou of busi
ueaa, and hia responsibility as a reli
able bitaiueaa man ia Impaired. Hi
credit la injured. But society has
already rocogniaed that he may be
dishonest to that extent. There la

another factor however that has not
up to the present time been suttscri
bed to by every community that
inuat be acknowledged before labor
troublea can be ended. It in: All
labor muat be reaected. Union
labor claims protection and had it,
but non. union labor doe not have
protection. This ia aeen by the
palisade required about the mills to
protect property and employees. It
ia aeea when policemen guard em
ployeeatoand and from meals. It
la aeen when labor that ia willing to
work la atealthily introduced iuto
the mills. It ia aeen at those mills
where "organised" labor posts
picketa to prevent willing labor from
earning It compensation. It is seen
In the ordinance passed by a coward
ly city council that authorises the
posting of those pickets.' ''Organ!
ed" labor boasts that no violenct has
been Indulged during the present
strike, but there has been enough to
bring non-unio- n men from their
work who feared death if they slay- -

ed. Mo where Is there a fiercer iron
tyrany than that exercised by the
leaden of "organized" labor. A
man eurreuders all freedom when he
unitea with the lodge. If he works
before he haa permission he la a scab
aud a rat. lie ia aa completely
ostracised aa be can be.

Before the labor troubles of
America can be adjusted, willing
labor, non-unio- n labor must have the
same right to toil for wages as is now
conceded to the union man. lie
must be personally aafe to walk the
streets of hit factory town alone or
or In companies of two or a score.
Public opinion must gr tut the non-

union laborer the right to brush to
one aide any person or persons who
would hinder him from freely exer-
cising all the rights possessed by an
American ciliaen.- -
