Colorado, New Mexico and
the Platte states are timberless, Lence
there Is a greas msrket on those
plains for lumber. We have heard
that the timber supply of Michigan
and Wisconsin is exhausted. Where-
fore some of us have dremmed that
copsumers must come to Oregon und
Washingtoa ftor lumber at the price
we demand. This would perhape
be true If we had s monopoly of
timber, But thers are others.
The South, Georgia, Tennessee, Ar
kansgs and adjoining stages have
hardly been touched, 'Their timber
Isnot as goed s ours bul it will
answer the purpose and sinee they
are nearer the markel, they can
undersell us, The question then re-
solves itsell in this mmple elemont,
What we gain by having o lumber
of better quality is losl and goos
to the south by reason of & less
freight tariff made possible by
nearness to market. Thus a mill
man of Arkansas cnn get ms moch
for his lumber a8 the Oregon man
ean for the better fir which he senda
east. The consumer pays less (or
the southern pine than for the Ore-
goa ir and will consivue to de w0,
‘We have competisora,

Another item Is butter. The best
fancy brands of Eigin, In,
creamery bulter was quoted last
week ab 21 cents per pound. The
freight from Illincise (o Pacific
Ceast common points, Portland, Ta-
coma and Seattls, Is 3 ceunts per
pound, bringing the cost of Rigin
butter up te 24 eents, Owegon
erenmery butter is held at 25 to 27}
cents per pound im Portland. To
this price, must be added the local
freight o the Hound cities which
amounts to about one-fifth of a cent.
Thus we are practically xept out of
the Puget Sound and Britlsh Colum-
bla market unless our dairy peopls
ean see their way clear to shade (he
Portland market almost, if oot
quite, four esnts per pound. The
moment the supply exceeds locul de
mand, then we, to sell at all, must
ecompete with the Eastern product,
Bug if Oregon dairymen can manu-
facture butter and sell a4 choap ny
the eastern can be laid down, then
the market is without limit. Thus
in any business which our people
propose Lo install, competitors in the
East must be recogunized.

There is another matter of some
intereat to manufacturers that may
be mentioned here. The quotation
lash woek was 25 to 27} cents per
pound, Why that difference in
price? s not Glaour Hill cronmery
Just as good w8 Farmington? Prob-
ably, but it s mot as well known.
Farmington creamery has boen ope
erated for ffteen or more yeurs,
Tne butter from there has nlways
been good. Customers who have
used it for 10 years will willingly
give 2§ conts por pound more than
for a product without & reputation,
BSo patrons of pew creameries must
be satisfled with lower prices than
those paid to long established plants,
That Is the law of trade,
