United States, and hence, be 4iid,
came his confidence, I remember,
too, ho remarked to me, 'If you do
whip Spain you will have to double
your navy.

ly to iih; llicy all xecmed to have a
most friendly regard for I he United
States, and admiration for our towcr
and our methods of doing things."
