Siricken with an attack of old peo
ple lung fever, senlle pneumonis,
which developed July 4, Pope leo
ST, died st the Vadlean Rome, oo
Monday last the 20, iostant. The
stricken man was sitended by the
most skitlful  physiclans in ltaly,
preeminent In their profession when
comipured with the practicioners of
the world but agalnst extreme age,
medicine avalls little.

The Pope was born March 2 1810,
heoce at she time of death he had
repched (he great age of 93 years lour
wontha and I8 days. His nadive
Inad was Italy, and he descends from
a wealty Roman family, He gradu
apedd in law and  toeology. At the
ago of 27 he was appoioted chaplain
to Giregory XV L

Pive years lster he was made »
hishop, & dignity not reached il
quite late in life ordinarily. la 1877
he hecame papal camerlingo(secratary
of finaner | and the next yesr, Feb, 21,
1575, he was chosen pope. HBo he had
cxercised the duties of that high
office for 25 years, Leo X111 wasa
wist ruler in his hierarchy seems to
have commanded the love and respect
ot bis great church, Indeed he has
Jdone more. By a commandable
fignity of bearing he was sble o ex
ercise great influence with the rulers
of nations, This moral power was
exercised in the interest of peace be
tween nations and (n the best inter-
et of bumanisy.

The Pope bas no soldiers to enforee
his decrees for his temporal power
wita in 1870 wrested from that office
during the incumbency of Pins IX,
his predecessor wherefore Leo could
only point out to the civil rulers the
botter way. This he did, and so
clearly nud wisely that his dictum
catne to bave aimost the foree of
solemn treaties,

The loss of the church of Rome Is
greag, but not irreparable.  There are
wany greatund good men from whom
to cholse, and the electing body,
Knows its material and can intellig-
ently make its selection,
