Pat Crowe, shackled to a detective of
' the Omaha detective department and ac-

companied by Chief Detective Dunne,
arrived In Omaha last Monday night
from Itutte, Mont., where he was arrest
ed more than a week ago. A crowd of
2,000 persons had gathered at the union
station and filled the depot and ap
proaches in every direction, Intent on
securing a glance at Crowe. A large
corodon of police oened an aisle from
the platform of the train to a patrol
wagon In the rear of the station, and
Crowe, between the two detectives, with
a patrolman walking ahead and another
behind, was marched to the wagon amid

.ii I a. ime cnecra oi uie crowd, a large nam-te- r
followed the wagon to the police

station, where another crowd had gath
ered to witness the return of the prison'
er, who was hurried Into the captain's
nfliee, where ha was registered. Oppo-
site his name was placed the charge of
shooting with intent to kill or wound
Crowe was not inclined to talk of his
past, and refused absolutely to speak of
his alleged connection with tha kidnap
ping of Kddie Cudahy. He declared
that much had been published of his al-

leged doings, confessions and other mat
ters, which was without foundation.
Among these he mentioned a confession
said to have been signed by him at
Itutte, implicating young Cudahy in I

conspiracy in connection with the kid
napping. "when this case cornea to
trial," said Crowe, "the truth will go to
world. Ood wiii take care of me. Ho
lakes care ol everybody and makes no
mistakes. I do not feel nearly so anx
ions alxmt securing my liberty again ai
I do to reform and get back to an honest
life. I once did well in Omaha, and, if
given a chance, I believe I can do as
well again." "Is it true that you once
offered to return $21,000 to Edward A.
Cudahy if he would not prosecute you?'
was asked. "I believe Mr. Cudahy has
made the statement that I did so. I do
not think he wonld tell a lie for $21,000,"
he replied. Crowe later declared he had
gone to Montana for the purpose of
holding up a train and was waiting for
his pals when arrested. He expressed
himself very bitterly against the Pink-erton- s,

declaring: "If that man Pink-erto- n

does any more rapping against me
during my trial here, I will have him
killed. I have nothing to do but say
the word and a man who has been wait-

ing to lay him out for some time will
kill him." Crowe's personal apar-- a

not seen for twenty years, came to visit
them a few days since. Mr. Wade could
make only a short stay as he is engaged
in important mining and mercantile in
terpsta in Nicaragua. Mining claimi
are located in that country similar to
the American plan.

During his long absence Mr. Wade
spent several years in the Hawaiian !
lands, but lor the past fourteen years
has been engaged in mining oiverations
in Nicaragua. He says it ia destined to
be a great mining country as it is rich
in gold as well aa in the coarser miner-
als. Americans have received valuatde
concessions and a large amount of capi
tal is going in for development work
Only the gold is being saveJ at present
aa the transportation problem It too ex
pensive to make the working of copper
and other ores profitable.

The best mines are fifty or sixty
miles from the coast and the minora are
finding rich pay. Mr. Wade says he
has teen specimens that assayed $l!K),
000 a ton. It is mostly free-millin- ore
and the owneis are putting stamp mills
0.1 their properties.

Cape Oracias is a town of aWit StlO

persons, situated 150 miles from Blue- -

fields. Uraytown ia ninety miles south
of lUueflelds.

Mr. Wade lays Americans stand well
in Nicaragua and have no trouble in car
rylng on business projects if they do not
get mixed np in politics.

T I . .....me government is now building a
railroad to the interior, starting from
the coast at a point thirty miles below
Bluefields. Another railroad ia project-
ed by the United 8Utea-Nicarag- com-
pany, an organization composed of Pitts-
burg people, who have a valuable con
cession, and who are now surveying a
railroad to reach their mines.
