Each passenger car will be pro-

vided with four KXMibrse-powe- r mo-

tors, capable of maintaining a sche-

dule speed of thirty-fiv- e to forty miles
an hour. In the freight service four
150-hors- e power motors will lie used
on each car.

For the heavy freight service double
locomotives, weighing approximately
seventy to eighty tons, will be used,
each consisting of two parts and each
part a complete thirty-fiv- e to forty ton
locomotive. Two or more of these loco-

motives may he coupled together and
operated from tbe frout cab as a single
unit.

The motor cars and locomotives will

all be operated b7 the Westlnghouse
multlplo unit control system. The
electrical apparatus for the equipment

SALE OF GOODS.

State Law Provides Protection for
the Creditor,

Portlaml The Portland Association
of Credit Men, one of the state's oldest
and strongest commercial bodies, lias
taken up the matter of purchasing: goods
without the buyer knowing whether or
not there is any indebtedness against
the same. A law on tbe statute bo ks
of Oregon, covering this question, fol-

lows:

8 ALE OF GOODS IN BULK.
It shall be the duty of any person

who shall purchase any stock of goods
in bulk, for cash or credit, to demand
and receive from the vendor, at least
five days before tbe consummation of
such purchase, ami at least five days
before paying or delivering to the ven-

dor, any part of tbe purchase price, a
written statement under oath, contain-
ing the names and addresses of all of
the creditors of said vendor, with the
amount of indebtedness due and owing,
or to become diM or owing to each of
such creditors, and if there be no such
creditors, a written statement under
oath to that effect; and it shall be the
duty of such vendor to furnish such
statement at least five days before such
sale. After receiving said written state-
ment, tbe vendee shall at least five
days before the consummation of such
purchase, and at least five days before
paying any part of the pun-ban- price,
in good faith notify personally or by
wire or by registered letter, each of tbe
creditor! of the vendor named in said
statement, of the proposed purchase by
him of such stock of goods; and when-
ever any person shall purchase any
stock of goods in bulk, without having
first demanded and received from Lis
vendor, the statement herein provided
for, and without having also notified
all of the creditors of the vendor named
in such statement, such purchase, sale
or transfer shall, as to any and all
creditors of the vendor, be conclusively
presumed fraudulent and void. Any
vendor of a stock of goods in bulk, who
shall knowingly and wilfully make or
deliver, or cause to be made or deliver-
ed, any filse statement, or shall to
include the names f all of his creditors
in any such statement, shall be deemed
guilty of perjury. Any sale or transfer
of a stock of gooJs, wares or merchan-
dise out of the usual or ordinary course
of the business or trade of the vendor,
or whenever thereby substantially the
entire business or trade theretofore con-

ducted by the vendor shall be sold or
conveyed or attempted to be sold or
conveyed, shall be deemid a sale or
transfer in bulk, in contemplation of
this act; provided, that nothing con-

tained in this act shall apply to sales
by executors, administrators, receivers,
or any public oflicer acting under judi-
cial process.
