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OREGON STATE ITEMS OF INTEREST

EUINDING BOOM IN BAKER.

Many 'Structures Planned and Con
tractors Engage Men- - Early.

Pennsylvania Provides Body of Picked
Men Against Time of Strike.

Philadelphia, Feb. 13. When the
great coal strike cornea on April 1 the
miners will find themselves confronted
by a new kind of foe.

There will be no Pinkertons to "in
flame the passions of the workers."
No militia or private guards of any
kind will be on duty, nor will the mill
ti be called out. The duty of protect
ing life and property will be confided
to the state constabulary, an organ iza

tion without a parallel in the United
States. The nearest approach to it is
the body of men known as the "Texas
Rangers," famed principally in dime
novels, but the state constabulary has
greater powers than the rangers, and
far more work to do.

At the last session of the legislature.
authority for the organization of the
force was given out, and now the men
have been selected, drilled and are
ready for work. The superintendent
ot the force, which now numbers 240
men, but can be over fourfold that
number if the governor decide an
emergency exists, is John C. Groome,
a former militiaman, who saw service
as a commissioned officer during the
Spanish-America- n war.

Superintendent Groome sternly dis-

regarded ail the pressure that was
brought to bear upon him by politi-
cians, and not only did be declare that
not one appointment would be made
to oblige a dealer in patronage, but be
kept his word. ,

Several thonsand men were exam-
ined before the quota was filled, and
there are now on the lists fully 500
qualified men, who can be called upon
if an emergency arises.

One requirement was insisted upon:
Every roan Lad to be-- an American, be-

tween the ages of 21 and 40, and be a
good horseman 7 Although it was not
a requisite that troopers biiouki nave
seen military service, yet it was found
that those who had been in the regular
army or toe t'ennsyivania national
guard best answered the tests, and
practically all of those chosen have
been soldiers, real or "tin."

PACKING FOR EXPORT.

American Goods Sent to Orient Said
to Arrive in Bad Shape.

Washington, Feb. 13. As a result of

the work of special agents sent to tht
Orient to investigate trade regulations
with those countries, a valuable object
lesHon in the way of packing goods for
export is now furnished by the bureau
of manufactures of the department of

Commerce and Labor.
Heavy losses have been sustained and

the growth of exports retarded as the
result of insecure packing on the part
of American exporters. Numerous

the box. Inside this tin lining heavy
wrapping paper is placed, in which are
packed the bundles of different articles
well wrapped and properly marked.
The tin lining is soldered so as to lie
water tight, while the boxes are held
together by steel bands.

American piece goods reach China in
machine-presse- bales bound with
ropes. Other countries nse iron bands
with buckles or locks on the ends.
The ropes are useless for protection,
and as a result there are large losses on
damaged American bales. Some Amer-
ican mills use metal bands, bnt they
are the exceptions. Chinamen com-
plain that Americans do not comply
with orders as to lalela, etc., and the
lai k of uniformity causes great losses.
The CLinese purchase goods as a result
of labels of which they have a know-
ledge. A change of the label in any
respect causes a loss to the merchant.

Emperor Nicholas Has Plan.
Paris, Feb. 13. The Gaulois, deal-

ing with the subject of the sitation at
the Algeciras conference, says that Em-
peror Nicholas, who was inspired by
the principles he expressed in S'pgest-in- g

the Hague conference, has already
intervened in favor of a solution of the
customs questions in Morocco and is
prepared to repent the intervention if
necessary, in order to facilita'e a com-
bination which would le at crptahle to
France, and at the mine time without
in any manner wounding Germany's
susceptibilities.

Old Treaty With Prussia.
Washington, Feb. 1.1. Considerable

interest attaches, in view of the termi-
nation of the trade agreement with
Germany, on the first of M.rch, to the
fact that there is si ill in existence a
treaty of peace ami amity made in 182S
between the United States and Prnssia,
w hich contains a most favored nation
clause, umler winch it is contended
that the Unite,! States Las the right to
demand the application of the German
minimum tariff rates to its imports, a
has lieen accorded various European
countries.

Makss Demand on Porte.
Constantinople, Feb. 13. The

Tmko-Persia- n frontier dispute remains
unsettled. The Persian ambassador
has demanded of the Porte the evacua
tion of lahidjan by Turkish troops and
compensation for the depredations fcy

the Turkish rsvalty. It is believed
that the Turkish commission which
has arrived at the dispute,! territory
will recommend to the Torte the im-

mediate withdrawal of the Turkish
troop.

Disastrous Early Morning Water Front
Fire at Portland.

Portland, Feb. 12. Fire broke out

this morning at 3:45 near the cornet of

East Water and East Morrison streets,

and burned with great rapidity. The
buildinxs are built on pilings, and the

draft carried the flames under the road
us of Moriision street, burning the
approach to the Morrison street bridge,

and the frame structures on both sides

of the roadway were soon ablase.
On the north side of Morrison street

M.J. Murpbv. plumber; the Mount
Hood saloon; a small photograph gal
lerv and the East Portland Fence
works. On the south side of Morrison
street are two or three small structure
used as candy store and a restaurant

Boats along the water front were
auickly moved out into the river and
out of danger.

The wind, what little there was, was
from the northeast, and the sparks and
bits of burning wood were carried over
to the west side of the river, making a
beautiful sight in the moonlight.

The flreboat is moored within two
blocks of the place where the tire
started, but the flames had already at
tained such ft headway before an alarm
was turned in that they could not be
stayed.

The bigagricnltnral implement ware-

house district is within a block of the
burned buildings, but the gentle wind
blowing carried all the sparks out into
the river and away from the big frame
buildings.

The second story of the building in
which the Mount Hood saloon is lo
cated is occupied as ft tenement house.
Lodgers were driven from their rooms
in their night clothes and bad very
narrow escapes.

L. Daily, man of about 50 years of
age, was taken to tne hospital very
badly burned. Daily is in great an
guish as he is afraid that Lis wile and
two children perished in the flames
He says he was wakened out of sleep by
the flames licking at bis face and by
the greatest effort escaped with bis
life.

Six bodies have been taken from the
ruins of the lodging house.

Several per
sons are missing and nearly dozen are
in the various hospital of the city with
more or lees serious injuries. Two fire-
men were overcome. by smoke while
rousing the sleeping inmates of the
lodging bouse, but were quickly rescued
by.their comrades.

HE WILL CAN PINEAPPLES.

Prof. Pernot, of Corvallis, Wdl Test
His New Process.

Corvallis A shipment received at

the State college a few days ago waa 1

crate of pineapples from Honolnlu bill
ed to Profesior Pernot, Lead of ths bac
teriological department. The fruit IS

to be canned for expeiimental purposes
Some time ago publicity waa given to a
new preserving process evolved by Pro
fessor Pernot, wherein fruits or vegeta
ble in process of canning are subjected
to only a low temperature. By this
method the fruits are preserved in their
original condition, without being cook
ed, both the fibre, taste and color being
left largely intact. The extreme beat
used is only 105 degrees.

Wide attention was attracted by the
announcement and letters of inquiry
have reached the department from all
parts of the world. Among them came
a letter from Honolulu, written by Mr.
II. Grant, Lead of a large canning es
tablishment there, who said bis atten-
tion had been attracted to the new
method by an article in the Saturday
Evening Post. The shipment of the
pineapples to Professor Pernot for can-

ning in the bacteriologist department
as an experiment is the result of the
correspondence that ensued.

Part of the canned product will be
retained at the college, to be opened
from time to time and tasted, and a
part will be shipped to Honolulu, so
that the merits of the method may be
tested by a tropical climate and a sea
voyage.

Wallowa to Raise Poultry.
Wallowa Demand for poultry

brought buyers here from La Grande
and other points recently. One repre-
sentative of a mercantile bouse secured
70 docen in Wallowa this week, paying
$3 for choice Plymouth Rocks. It costs
little to raise fowls here, and the ranch
ers think the price received will fully
pay them for feed consumed. Interest
in poultry raising for market to increase
the revenue of the farm, is gaining con-

stantly in the Wallowa country, and
the industry promisee to become a prac-
tical feature of development in this set
tion.
