All of these ques-
tions must, however, be determined in
ench ease before second-class entry ean
be granted; but a publieation having
met all requiroments is positively pro-
hibited ndmission if it be ‘ designed pri-
marily for advertising purposes or for
freo ecireulntion, or for ecirculation at
nominal rates.” That such questions
espeelally the Intter, are subtle and
complex and render administration ox-
cen lngt.y dificult surely need not be
wtatod.’

SLIDE DAMS CREEE.

Mass of Soft Barth Holds Back Im-
mense Quantity of Water, |

Saernmento, Cal., May 8.—A speeinl
from Woodland to the Sacramento
Union says:

The threat of flood in the Capay val-
ley, resulting from the slide of earth
that has fallsn from the mountain side
and dammed the waters of Cache ereok,
18 growing inereasingly serious, It may
be assumed that the slide in question
was in some way the result of the re-
eent earthquake, and it ix now found
ta ba 1,000 feot wide and to slose com-
pletely the water course. Ewver sines
the oceurrence the waters have been
stendily piling up behind it, and was
found by monsurements taken this
morning that a depth of one hundred
feet hnd been reached,

If it had been taken at an onrlier
stage the dam might have been bLlown
up with dynamite and the waters re-
lonsed without danger to any loeality,
but it is now too Inte to do this, as it
would but precipitate the flood that is
feared. The dam s of soft earth and
debris, and thers is some hope that it
muny ubsorh the water or ent out grad-
ually and the water pass in harmloess
quantities.

Greely Given Ready Money.
Washington, May 8. _Following rep
resentation made to the war dopart-
ment by Genernl Greely, Becretary Taft
has placed at the disposal of that offi-
tof an smount approximating $300,000
of the relief fund of #2500000 appro-
pristed by congress. for the relief of
the San Franciseo sulferers.

Balmon in Grand Ronde.

La Grando.—Superintendent Allen, of
the Wallown salmon hatehery, was in
La Grande recently, and stated that the
hatehery relenséd a fow days

1,000,000 fry and about the same amount
will be ready to be released within a
short time, Operations st the Wallows
hatehory so fur are considered satisfae-
tory, Salmon have tommenced jumping
in the Grand Ronde river at Oro Dell, a
mile nbove La Grande. The salmon,
which in the early history of the valley
came up the river in abundanee, have
for the ]'mnt. number of yvears almost
entirely disapponred, It is now hoped
that the hatehery will be the means of
restooking the river.
