ONCE NEARLY SBTARVED.

Now Oka, Hera of Nanshan, Is at
Head of Japanese Army.

Baron Oku, who succesded Gen. Ko-
dama as the head of the Japanese
army, la 62 years old. After receiving
8 colleglate education he entered the
army at the age of 27, and lu 1877,
when o major, he found himself In com-
mand of the Emperor's forces In Kama-
moto Castle, In southern Japan, during
the Satsuma rebelllon. After being
nearly starved he led a despernte sortle,
cut his way through the rebels and
Joined the Imperlal relleving forces.

These four generals operated In har-
mony under the direction of Field Mar-
shal Marquls Oyama and his great
chlef of staff, Gen. Baron Kodamna, who
superseded him as supreme head of the
nrmy on April 1 of this year, and whose
denth recently made way for the pro-
motion of Gen. Oku to the head of the
genernl staff,

Gen. Oku, who before the arrival of
Oyanma and Kodama, operated alone,
won a serles of half a doxen bLellllant
rictories, begimming with the bloody
bnttle of Nunshan il steadily benting
Kuropatkin back for 250 milles, until
Jolnel by the other three armles, He
never lost a fight. At Nanshan, Kal-
plng. Tehllsz, Tashinchon and Halching
he whipped the Russians out of the

BRILLIANT WCMAN AUTHOR.

Mra, Pearl Cragie Was One of the
Most Popular Novellsts.

The sudden death of Mre Pearl
Cralgle, better known under the pen
name of John Ollver Hobbes, In London

Her demise was to-
tally unexpected,
she having been ap-
parently lu the best
of health when she
retired the evening
previons. She was
found dead In bed,
having evidently

Mrs., Cralgle was an American, nl-
though sbe had reslded for a great
muny years lo England. She was the
daughter of John Morgan Richards and
waus born ln Boston 88 years ngo. She
wis a near relative of the famous Fleld
famlly. Her father was weaithy and
ahe was given every edueational advan.
toge. Bhe traveled extensively abroad
And took courses ln clussles and philo-
sophy In London. When 10 she was
married to Reginald Walpole Cralgle,
an Englishman of good famlly who was
a clerk In the Bank of England. Thelr
married life was unhappy. In 1805 she
brought sult for divorce in a London
court, alleging shocking brutality on
his part, and procured a decree, with
the custody of her son.
The name of John Ollver Hobbes first
appenred appended to g short novel
called “Some Emotlons and a Moral,”
in 1801, The sharp eynlelsm and high
flavor of the book galned Instant recog-
ultlon for the writer. It was at first
supposed that the author was & man.
