IMPROVE COAL LAW

Congress Will Endeavor to Help
Siteation This Session,

MANY DEFECTS IN PRESENT LAW

S ——

Was Passed for Benefit of Individual,
Who is Unable to Work Land
After Taking It

Washington, Dec, 15, — Btrenuous
efforts will be made at the prosent ses-
sion of congress 1o secure the repenl or
modifiostion of the voal land lnw  along
the lines reCommended by President
Roosevelt in his messige,  That some-
thing will be secomplished seems guite
probable, but what form of law will be
substituted for thut under which gi-
guntie frads have boen perpotmted has
not yet been made apparent. The in-
fluence of the sdministmtion will be
behind a bill propesing 1o cut off fur-
ther sales of government conl land,
thongh permitting them to be worked
by individusls or companies on & royal-
ty plan.

The pl‘ﬂhlﬂll, like every other pric-
ticnl westérn mmn, knows that the ex-
jsting coal land law s nob sensibly
framed. That law was built on the
theory that the individual eould take
up and develop a quarter section of coal
lsnd, justus the homestesd law gives
the individual a like aren of agricultor-
al land. Mot 1o individual can develop
o quiarter section or n whole section of
conl land. He eould not afford to in-
#tall the netessary machinery, or if he
could, his profits on 4 quarter section
would not meomponse him for the out-
lay. Momover, ho milred wonld think
of building & spur onto an  isolated
quarter seetion of land and the owner
of the land could not nfford to assume
that expense. 8o the individual with
u quarter section of conl land in  his
possession would bave n white, or rath-
or f binek, elephant on his hands.  The
minerm! wealth might be there in
abundance, but he conld not get it out
and eould not get it to market.

How tocure this evil i & question
for congress to decide, and some solu-
tion is likely to be fortheoming this
winter. Some favor n change in the
law inerosing the aren of ecoal land
that may be purchased by individunls
or by companies or corporations to sueh
size that they ean profitably invest and
put the coal on the market, These men
would incrose the price of coal land so
that the government would reap o larg-
er benefit from the sales.

PEOPLE WALK

Sirike on Portland Street Car Lines
Ties Up Traffic.

Portland, Dee. 17, —Portland’s street
our systom was almost completely tled
up Saturday night at 8 o'clock by a
strike, eulled by local anlon 181, Amal-
gainated Association of Bteeot und Elee-
tric Rallway employed of Amercia, A
few minutes before that hour cars were
stopped on  Washington street at the
corner of Third by the strikers, and
motortuens and  conductars  were per-
sunded to leave their Mols
collected and a riot followed which
eontinued until early Sunday morning.
The sucoess of the strikers was due nl-
most wholly to  the strong sympathy
with them of all union men in the eity,
represented by the Federmted Trades
eouncil, and to the support of the mob
which gathered nlong Washington
street, Numbers gave courage to those
who led the demonstrations against the
company and the mob urged the leaders
on to constantly greater acts of lawless-
ness,

The company used every effort for a
time to continue the operation of cars,
but gave it up at about ¥ o'clock, and
conventruted its offorts on getting the
stalled ears back to the s,

After maintaining n partial service
between 7a. m. and & p. m. Sunday,
the cars were sent to the barns and no
attempt was made to operate after
nightfull, as it was feared the seenes of
violenee of Saturday night would bwe re-
peated,  All probably will resume their
runs this morning at daylight, Wheth-
er they will be operated tonight will
depend upon whether or not the police
prove themselves able to control the
crowds. The strikers have had the
better of it during the past 24 hours.,
The objects songht by the strikers
are pmetically the same as those the
union was demanding ut the time jof
the st tronble, namely, recognition of
the union, the abolition of the photo-
graph system for identification of em-
ployes and more pay.

As a result 0600 men are idle and
about 200 ears are out of commission.
Thousands of people who remained
down town Saturday fnight to see the
excitement had to walk home, some of
them having to go miles to the outly-
ing districts.

Dewey Says Present Policy of Con-
gress is Retrograde Move.

Washington, Dee, 17. — Admiml
Dewey believes that the anthorization
by congress of at least three large  bat-
tleships n year is essentinl for keeping
the American navy in a state of efli-
cieney and that the policy of vne bat-
tleship a year now being urged by a
cortain element, wonld be a positive
retrograde movement,

He was asked if the policy suggested
by some persons of only providing one
battleship during an  entire congress
would result in an actual inerease in
the navy or in a virtual decrease in
fighting strength,

“Such a policy would be retrograde
in its charsater,”” suld the admiral.
“It would not take up the waste or sup-
ly the places of the ships that are

wind to deteriornte and which should
be placed out of commission.  We have
three battleships which were fine ships
in their day, but they were laid down
in 1801, about 16 years ago. They are
the Indiann, the Oregon and the Massa-
chusetts, They have the defect of not
possessing balance turrets, which canses
n list when their guns are all trained to
one side, thus exposing the hull below
the water line and laying the ships
open to danger from the fire of an
enemy on that side."

Straight From Yard to Sea.

New York, Dec, 17.—Equipped for
gervice, the new battleship Connecticut
left the New York navy yard today,
bound for Hampton Roads, Va., to join
the Atlantie floet. The Connecticut
underwent all the testa of her contract
at the vard.

14.—Congross yes-
terday received from the secretary of
the Navy the plans which the depart-
ment has hadd deswn ap for the big bat-
tleship provided for in the last session.
Four pland were submitted by the bu-
rean of construction and six by private
fiems and individuals, The plan re-
commended provides a ship in  many
respects superior to any other built or
building. It was prepared by the con-
straction buresn,
