CONDITIONS WILL SOON CHANGE

Canadians Say Japanese Laborers Wil
Soon Leave United States.

Ottawa, Ont, June 6.—A report
received at the department of trade
and commerce from Alexander Me-
Lean, Canada’s agent to Japan, gives
a press opmion that within a short
time the United States will have more
difficulty in obtaining labor from Ja-
pan than it has now in keeping Jap-
anese laborers out,

There is a growing demand for'

Japanese laborers from almost all the
countries of South America and from
Hawan, which promises, with the de-
mand for men for the development of

Corea und Manchuria, to absorb the!

whole of Japan's supply of laboerers,
Within the last few months the emi-
grant companies who deal with Jap-
anese lubor ag an export commodity
have filled contracts in Mexico for
10,000 laborers.

of the Japanese disturbances in San
Francisco,

SURVEYS IN OREGON.

Government to Map Bull Run, Kerby
and Butter Cresk Region.
Washington, June 7.—The Becre-
tary of the Interior has approved of
(the plans for topographle surveys In
Oregon sund the sllotment of funds
for carrying out the same, The work
of the season contemplites the sur-
vey of the country surrounding the
sourece of Portland's water supply in
the Bull Run and Cascade forest re-
serves, Including a part of Mount
Hood. The survey will cover an area
of 1200 square miles. This entire
country will be surveyed and mapped
on a large scale, the entire work to
cost $7000,
Another survey will be made of
the Kerby country, west of Grant's
Pass, lying in the Siskiyou forest re-
serve, In Southern Oregon. This
survey will eover nboat 900 square
miles and cost $60086.
A third topographle survey will
cover @ traet of the country on the
south bank of the Columbia River
olong the Umatilla River and Butter
Creek, west of Pendleton. The Na-
tlionnl Government has allotted $36500
for this work and the state will ex-
pend $2500 additional, under State
Engineer J. H, Lewis. The purpose
of this survey s to determine the Ir-
rigation possibliities of this partica-
lar reglon.
