One Welter Asserts That They Are

Nelther Viclous Ner Sllmy.

OFf the sunkes Inhabiting the United
States by far the greater number of
specles are guite Larmless, says Coun-
try Life in Amerien. If we way in-
clude the several specles of rattlesnakes
under one head It might be conclsely
explained that but three kinds of dis-
tinetly dangerous serpents are found 1o
this country—the rattlesnake, the oop
perhicad sonke and the mocensin Two
spocies of the genus elaps (veornl
sukes) are to be found in the extreme
southern lntitudes, but they have such
diminutive fangs that It 18 almost -
possible to be Injured by them uniess
tronding upon ote with bare feet or ac-
tually bandling one,  The coral sunkes
sre burrowers and Qo not “strike a8
do the three kinds we have mentlonsd
as distinetly daugerous.  All of  the
three Witter are cominon i luany parts
of the country,

The greater number of onr eommon
sunkes nre not only harmless, gracefol
and (ateresting by of distinet value to
the farmer, though the mentlon of the
ward sndke brings a shudder to most
people,  Practleally universal Is the une
Just bellef that the suake I8 u slimy,
viclous erenture provided with a for
midable “sting” and awalting its thme
to polson eversthing Hving that comes
withly Its rench. The popular idea 18
to the effect that ull sunkes are more
op less venomous, and as to thelr use
fultess —that 1s A new thought to the
winjority of people, even In the ooun-
try.

A snake 18 not o viclous ereature. It
flghts only when cornersd and never
netually attacks mankind,  Moreover,
the venomous kinds, which are very
few In spevies and In the representa-
tion of thelr specles, ns comparsd with
the Innocpogs snnkes, nre not provided
with thele fangs for the vurpose of
denling an euvenosinsd stroke, peomptesd
slinply by a spirit of  mallelousness.
Nature has given these slow-erawling
veptiles thele fangs o ald thew o s
etiring thede prey,

There Is no species of sunke that Is
sllmy,  The smooth-scald snnkes s
unlly gleam with a  metallie  luster,
whille some possessing  keelisd senley
genernlly present o velvely appsarance,
In s generul make-up the snake is one
of the most cleinly of the lower eres
Lures,

The Llea that the venomons staiaks
may be distingulshivd ur a glance from
the harmless one by the lncge, trian-

gular hemd of the former, Is another
mistuke. This rule does oot hold good
| with the snakes of this country. It s
true thut the mejority of our polson-
s serpents have thick  bodles  and
| benrt-shnped heads, but It I also true
that a large nomber of the boh-vYetots
olis supkes bhave these clharacteristios
