To Improve Our Consular Bervice,

The consular service should be made
more homogeneous. As at present consti
tuted there is no general supervision over
the different consulates in the several
countriea They shonld all be made sub
servient to the consul general, or, even bet
ter, as in the English service, to the minis
ter accredited to the country in which they
are located. As it is, some cousuls report
to the legation, some to the consul general
and others direct to the department of
state. It Is recognized that this custom
arose partly to procure quicker mail facili
ties, but in many instances postal service
has been improved lately, and the eable
and telegraph can be used for emergencies,

The consuls general could be dispensed
with, or if retained should pay annnal
visita to thedifferent posts in their districts,
aduty at present only itted in some
countriesoncea year -nm special permis
sion on application to the department. A
novel feature might be substituted to in
crease the efficiency of the consular service
in the institution of several superintend
ents, whose duty it would be to visit the
various consiilates and inform the depart
ment in relation to their true state, such as
the proper location of the office, the state
of the records, the correctness of accounts.

Voung August Belmont Following In His

Famous Fathor's Footsteps,
sust DBelmont, the young bankoer
ikly contracted for the govern-
mene’s $55, 000,000 bond Issaoe on bohalf
of tho great banking firm of N, M. Roths-
child & Sens of London, Is the second son
of the Iate August Belmont, who was
well known as n wealthy banker, with a
penchant for the sport of kings. Hols
abuiit 40 years of age and is his father's
sueeesssor as the head of tho great bank-
ing house of Angust Belmont & Co,
agents of the Rothschilds in this country.

He iz an enthusiastlo sportéman and
has beon prominontly identitled with rao-
ing, ynchting and amatenr sthletics far
many years. He 1s o member of the Now
York Athletioolub and has been the club's
president.  Ho has alss taken o consple
ous part In racing, und his well appolnted
stablo is called the Blomton stable, which
s merely a different arrangement of the
letters that form his name. The original
tamlly name, liy tho way, was Schoenberg,
the German for “beantiful mountain,”
but It was changed to Belmont, which
moeans the same thing In French, Mr.
Belmont, In addition to ownlng a first

class stable, 1s chalrman of the board of
stewards of the Jockey club, the Influen.
tial body that controls legitimate, thor-
oughbred racing in the Unlted States.

He was one of tho owners of the yaoht
Vigilant, which so sucoessfully defended
the America’s cup, Ia the leading spirit in
tho Stesplechase association and Is a thor
ough horseman, a clever boxer and a breed-
er of sotter dogs and fancy fowla In fuot,
it would be difficult to name a refined
sport with which he is not in some way
Identifled. He hns been very Influential
in financial circles sinco the denth of his
father, but his recont work In placing the
United States bond issue 1s the first Im-
portant transaction of the kind that has
brought him before the eye of the general
public.

For years the Belmont family has been
one of the lvaders In New York soclety.
Mrs, Belmont was Miss Perry, a nieoe of
Commodore Perry, of “We have met the
enemy, and they are ours" fame. Like
his father, Mr. Belmont is a Demoorat
Although still 8 young man, he ls a keen
and sagacious financier and seems to have
Inherited his father's talent for englneer-
ing gigantic transactions and adding to an
already large fortune,

RUGER 1S NEAR THE TOP.

Brilllant Career of the New Major Gea-
eral of the United Btates Army.

Thomas Howard Ruger was a major
general of volunteers in 1864, but 1t has
cost him 80 years of faithful service to be-
come & major general in the rogular army.
He recelved his promotion as a result of
Major General Johin M. Schofleld’s eleva-
tlon to the little used rank of lieutenant
general, which was recently resoued from
innocuous desuetude by congress Gan:
eral Ruger wns born in Lima, N. Y.,
April 2, 1888, and went to West Polnt In
1850. Upon his graduation, July 1, 1854,
he was commissioned brevet second lieu-
tenant of engineers, but resigned a yoar
Iater, was admitted to the bar and prac-
ticed law in Janesville, Wia., until 1861,
when ho became lieutenant colonel of the
Third Wisconsin volunteers. He took
part In the operations in Maryland and
the Shenandoah valley and after two
months' seryice beoame colonel of the reg:
Iment.

He partlolpated in the battles of Win-
cheater, Cedar Mountain and Antietam
and was promoted to brigadier general of
volunteers Nov. 20, 1862, Ho then com-
manded a brigade of the Twelfth corps,
Army of the Potomac, In the Rappaban:
nock campaign and commanded a division
at the battle of Gettysburg. In August

and Beptember, 1863, he suppressed th,

draft riots in New York and In 1884
guarded the Nashville nnd Chastanoogn
rallroad and commanded a brigade under
Bherman. For sorvices in the battle of
Franklin he was brevettod major genaral
In charge of a division In the Twenty-
third corps

After the close of the war he oommand-
ed the department of North Carolina until
June, 1866. A month later he was made
a colonul in the rogular army and in 1967
was Ubrovetted brigndler for servioes at
Gettysburg. In 1868 he was governor of
Geargla for shout six monthe and was one
of a bonard of three oMicars which unseated
two Georgla state senators and a number
of reprosentatives.  From 1871 to 1878 he
was superlntondent of West Polnt Mill-
tary naoademy. Ho was mnde brigadier
goneral in 1888 and will be retired April
£, 1897. The salary of a major general Is
$7,500, $2,000 more than the pay of a briga-
dier, and the retired pay s $5,685. Gen-
eral Ruger's last important service was In
preserving order at the Californis end of
the great Amerloan Rallway union strike,
Helsin command of the ddpartment of the
Misnourd, end If Generals Schofleld, Milex
and MeCook die, resign or are retived be-
foro April 8, 1807, General Ruger will be
commander of the United States nrmy.

it furnishes an opportunity to conceal
centagious diseases, and thus permits the
ignoring of the rulesof this board by the
family and undertaker, either innocently
or designedly.

“Hereafter a burial permit will not be
issued on the certificate of death of
*heart failure’ when unaccompanied with
the disease from which the heart failure
eccurred."—Philadelphia Timea
