In the manufacture of nitro-
byronel pelther nitroglycerin nor to-
luol is used. It ls a hydrocarbon ob-
talned by a by-product in coke-oven
processes.

It s estimated that 50,000,000 pounds
of glycerin 18 used In American lo-
dustrial concerns, und a big saving In
this Important material, now growing
scarce, can be effected through the
employment of nitrobyronel.

If a shortage of glycerin should be-
come immingnt, the Ofl, Palot and
Lrug Reporter belleves that the gov-
ernment would promptly start lo to
manufacture nitrobyronel,

Shortage.

FARMERS SAVE SITUATION.

QGovernment Justified In Stimulation
of Pork Production—B8evenfold
Increase Over Pre
War Exporta

Through Increased production and
conservation we will be able this year
to export seven times our pre-war
average exporis of pork productd
With the beavy demands added (n car
Ing for the milfons who have beea
freed from Germuan oppression, the
Department of Agriculture and the
Food Administration ars Justified to-
day in our every action of stimulation
of bog production. In the coming year
the greatest world shortage will be Ia
fats, and pork will help to save this
situntion. The efficacy of the polley
of stimulated production has bullt up
In this country supplles which will en-
nble us to supply & very large part of
the fat deficiency of the worldh Tn
beef there must be a shortage In En-
rope, due largely to limited refriger-
tor ship capacity. Al freezer ships
avallable, however, will be dlled by
America, Argentine and Australls,

The contribution made by the pro-
ducers of this country to the war pro-
gram as applying particularly to anl-
mal food products ia ('ustrated by the
following :

Reports complled by the U, B De-
partment of, Agriculture Indleate an
inerense In cattle of 10,238.000 head
and 12,441,000 hogs. There figures
were compiled to Januury 1 last

In this period there was o decrease
In sheep of 810,000 head. The Indica-
tions are that this decreage will show
an Increase, according to recent res
porth.

Since January 1 unofficlal Informa-
tlon Iodlentes an increase In hogs of
not less then 8 per cent and not
more than 15 per cent. as compared
with one year ago, with an increase in
the avernge welght.

Following the request of the U, &
Food Administration for an Increase
In hog production for marketing In the
full of 1018 and the spring of 1019 the
inerease may yleld not less than 1,600,
000,000 pounds more of pork products
than were available inst year. With=
out this increase the shipping program
arrunged by Mr, Hoover regurding an-
Imul food products would have been
lmpossible,

Bhe dressed hog products during the
three mwonths ending September 80,
1017, amounted to SOG,1T2,000 pounds,
while for the corresponding months of
1018 the dressed hog products totaled
1,277.580,000, an Incrense of over 374.-
000,000 pounds for the guarter,
