Chatham, Eng., June 21.—(L N. 
fl.)—Britain's mystery "Rubmarine 
XI," which will be the largest and 
moxt bowerful craft of Its type In 
the world, will be completed shortly 
at the dockyards.

On the surface "XI" will displace 
2.780 tons, and when submerged 
3.SOU tons, this displacement being 
1.400 tons more than the largest 
German submarine ever construct­
ed. She will mount a big gun which 
is expected to be of nt least 12-inch 
calibre.

Thl« monster of the sea will be 
able to bombard an object from long 
distance and then quickly disappear 
beneath the waves. With her great 
Bpeed nnd gun power—In both of 
which «he will surpass anything 
achieved—»he will be more than a 
match for most surface vessels.

The British Admiralty have con­
gratulated the Chatham dockyard on 
the progress made on “XI." She was 
only laid down 18 months ngo and 
Is expected to unnorgo her trials 
about the end of this month.

Royal Geographic Scclcty States An­
other Attempt to lb' .Made

London, June 21.—(I. N. fl.)—A 
renewed attack on Mount Everest 
was foreshadowed by Viscount Ron-, 
aidshay. president of the Royal Geo­
graphical Society, in his presiden­
tial address to the assembled mem­
bers of th« society here.

In his declaration of war against 
the world's highest mountain he 
said they were far from being dis­
couraged by their first failure, add­
ing that since last year's expedition | 
had proved that it was possible to 
establish a camp at an altitude of 
25,500 feet it gave ground for hope 
that next-year's proposed expedition 
would be successful.

"It was not found possible to or­
ganize a further attempt upon the 
peuk this year." said Lord Ronald- 
snay, "but that did not Imply that 
man had been beaten by the moun­
tain. Far from it!

"The experience gained from last 
year's expedition will be an invalu­
able asset to next year's climbers, 
and we are hopeful that this asset 
will bring victory."

INSULIN, NEW TREATMENT FOR D1ABETFS, IS
CONSIDERED AID 10 TUBERCULAR PATIENTS

Santa Barbara, Cal., June 21,— (I. 
N. 8.)- Insulin, the new treatment 
for diabetes, Is an nld to tubercular 
patients, Dr. W. D. Sansum. of Santa 
Barbara, declared at today's session 
of the «National Tuberculosis Asso­
ciation.

"A good many cases of tuberculo­
sis are also diabetic and In the past 
have been nearly hopeless because 
heretofore the treatment for diabetes 
meant a severe diet and under­
nourishment, whereas the treatment 
of tuberculosis calls for the best 
nourishment possible.”

Insulin, according to Dr. flansum, 
frees the patient from all diabetic 
symptoms and permits treatment of 
tuberculosis with a good diet. One 
patient he has been treating has 
gained 35 pounds under the insulin

treatment. Dr. Sansom said, and now 
weighs 15 pounds more than he ever 
did before.

Treatment of nn actively tuber­
culous lung by collapsing It, when 
only one side Is affected, was urged 
by Drs. Phillip King Brown and Leo 
Eloesxer, of Sun Francisco.

The collapse, by artificial pneu­
mothorax. according to these author­
ities, spares the exertion of breath 
Ing, which prevents rest and delays 
healing.

The sound half of the lung Is suf­
ficient to care for respiration,

Whero, because of adhesions, the 
compile collapse of the lung ennnot 
be obtained by puncturing the pleura 
with a needle the more radical op- 
eratoin of thorocoplastry should ho 
used, the physicians said.

Charch, who is working under an j 
Ohio State university fellowship, is ; 
conducting research work as an ex- l 
tension of experiments with an anti- ' 
knock compound discovered by C. F. 
Kettering, of Dayton, president of i 
the General Motors Research Corpo­
ration and a trustee of Ohio State 
university, and another man.

A successful trial of the "knock­
less" gasoline, it is said, has been . 
made at the McCook aviation field. 
Dayton. The function of the anti­
knock "gas" is to prevent carboni­
zation. subsequent pre-ignition and 
other motor troubles. It is assert­
ed by scientists that when the day 
of "knockless" gasoline has arrived 
engines will be built permitting 
higher compression, resulting in 
greater power and mileage.

Common gasoline, after combus­
tion in the cylinders of an automo­
bile. leaves a deposit of carbon, 
which, with the continued operation 
of the engine, attains a high tem­
perature. This sometimes causes 
the fresh charge of gasoline, to ex- I 
plode in the cylinder before the' 
spark ignites it. resulting in a re­
coil of the piston which produces the 
“knock.”

"Freight rates to smelters at San 
Francisco and Tacoma are prohibl-' 
tive for the handling of the low and 
medium grade ores, Knapp said, and 
the establishment of the new plant 
would make it possible to operate at 
a profit many mines in the district 
which are now idle. He will address 
a public meeting at the Portland ho­
tel Wednesday night."

The meteorite fell at 2:30 o’clock 
in the afternoon. A heavy thunder 
storm was in progress at the time 
and one house near which the celes­
tial visitor fell was razed by a light­
ning l>olt.

Many layers of thickly-packed 
straw were penetrated by the me­
teorite, which traveled at tremen­
dous speed. It struck at an angle 
of 45 degrees and came from a west­
erly direction.

To a lay observer the substance 
of the meteorite appears to include 
three classes of material. First 
there is a dull, slate-grey igneous 
rock, fairly heavy and marked 

with spots and veins of dark 'tur­
quoise blue; second, a quantity of 
jet-black, highly-glazed slag, re­
sembling volcanic lava, with numer­
ous air pockets and turquoise veins, 
and th rd, a material resembling 
grey coke in appearance and weight.

Radio, also, will be an important 
equipment in Ford's outfit.

Ford is going to the South Sea 
Islands with a motion picture cam­
era to penetrate the jungle and take 
cannibal, wild animal and under 
.water photographs tor travelogue, 
educational and adventure films. In 
addition he will carry on explora­
tions for traces of an ancient civili­
zation and a fabled continent among 
the thousands of unknown and un­
charted islands in the flouth Pa­
cific, which are said to be rich in 
historical lore.

He plans to bunt wild tribe* nevsr 
before visited by white men and 
search for unfrequented places 
heretofore not pictured, and in order 
to do it he will charter a "tramp"

steamer and strike out on a new 
route in the South Sea Islands.

Ford sailed from San Francisco 
recently on the S. S. Ventura, of the 
Oceanic Line. Honolulu is his first 
port of call, and he will disembark 
at Pango-Pango. He will visit Ha­
waii, Samoa. FIJI Islands, New He­
brides, Solomon Islands, New Gui­
nea and Borneo.

At Samoa Ford will be joined by 
a native servant. The rest of hl 
party will include savage carrier 
boys and a guard of soldiers.

Los Angeles and Hollywood pas­
tors gave him letters of introduc­
tion to missionaries, and Pacific 
fleet officials have supplied him with 
letters to United States naval com­
manders, who will offer Ford every 
assistance for bls safety and to ac­
complish the object* °F his trip.

Ford also will carry along with 
him a big supply of traders' stores 
to barter with ths natives that be 
will encounter on his journey. He 
Intends to he gone from three to six 
months.
