One of Oregon’s bigger wolf packs spends most of its 
time in Baker County.

The Pine Creek pack, which roams mainly in the north-
eastern corner of the county from Pine Valley to Hells 
Canyon, included 12 wolves at the end of 2018, accord-
ing to an annual report released last week by the Oregon 
Department of Fish and Wildlife (ODFW).

That made it the biggest of Oregon’s 16 confi rmed 
packs, according to the report.

However, the agency’s current estimate for the Pine 
Creek pack is eight wolves.

Brian Ratliff, district wildlife biologist at ODFW’s Baker 
City offi ce, said recently that based on aerial surveys it ap-
pears that three of the Pine Creek wolves have dispersed 
from the pack since last year.

The defectors include a 2-year-old female wolf, desig-
nated OR-57, that in February joined a young adult male 
wolf, OR-68, which had not previously been part of the 
Pine Creek pack.

Then, on March 12, rancher Lawrence Aguilar shot and 
killed one of four wolves that were chasing his cow dog 
near the front door of Aguilar’s home in Pine Valley about 
9 miles from Halfway.

Fay Ross
Formerly of Unity, 1925-2020

Fay Lloyd Ross, 94, for-
merly of Unity, died March 
30, 2020.

Our father, husband, 
grandfather, and brother 
went back to the green, green 
grass of home, his family 
said.

Fay Lloyd Ross was born 
on April 21, 1925, at Pasa-
dena, California, to Howard 
B. Ross and Rae Caroline 
Ross. It wasn’t long before 
he was joined by his little 
sister, Jean C. Ross. Times 
were tough for this family as 
the Great Depression was 
just around the corner, and 
the effects were just begin-
ning to be felt. Like many 
others, Fay’s family struggled 
to get by. When the kids were 
young, the Rosses moved to 
San Miguel, California, in 
hopes of better opportuni-
ties. Fay’s father worked as 
a ranch hand and almond 
picker, and eventually owned 
a small dairy. As Fay grew, 
he raised hogs and worked 
in the local farm store to help 
make ends meet for the fam-
ily. This was an early example 
of the determination Fay had 
to make a better life for his 
family and himself.

Fay was 26 years old when 
he received his Selective 
Service draft orders to serve 
in the Korean War. He was an 
Army serviceman, and rose 
to the rank of sergeant of the 
motor pool during the two 
years he was in Korea. Fay 
saved most of his paycheck 
during this time and sent 
it back to his family in San 
Miguel.

Prior to the war, and for 
over 30 years thereafter, Fay 
dry farmed barley and raised 
cattle on the Alexander ranch 
at San Ardo, California. He 
married Barbara Clemans in 
1953 and during their mar-
riage they had three children, 
Steven, Richard and Patricia. 
Fay and Barbara’s children 
grew up learning the value of 

hard work and worked in ev-
ery aspect of the ranch. After 
17 years of marriage, Fay and 
Barbara divorced.

Besides his desire to make 
a better life, Fay’s other true 
passion was big game hunt-
ing. Every summer after har-

vest, he and his 
dad would make 
the month-long 
journey to Idaho 
to hunt bighorn 
sheep, elk, deer 
and bear with 
Fay’s old friend 

and packer, Fay Kissenger. 
These were the best of times 
and the cool mountains of 
Idaho he would never forget.

Fay always dreamed that 
he would some day own his 
own ranch, and he worked 
hard to make that dream 
come true. In 1973 his wish 
came true when he pur-
chased the Vaughan ranch 
at Unity. The Unity ranch is 
a hay and cattle operation 
where Fay made his home in 
the early ’80s.

In 1975, Fay married his 
sweetheart, Patricia Nel 
Harvey Wood (Pat). She is 
the love of his life and they 
remained married until his 
death. Their entire lives to-
gether, through rain or shine, 
these two worked cattle, fi xed 
fence, irrigated, and of course 
sprayed weeds, well into their 
80s.

A great joy in Fay’s life was 
his grandchildren. Memo-
ries of fi shing, camping, and 
tractor driving with Grandpa 
have been the source of count-
less stories ’round the dinner 
table. He loved to spend time 
talking about tractors and the 
old days of hunting with his 
grandsons, and anyone else 
who would listen. For many 
years, he and Pat went back 
to Paso Robles to spend the 
winter months. In later years, 
they also loved to travel to 
Arizona in the winter to visit, 
spend the holidays, and take 
a red rock hike or two, with 
their granddaughters.

Fay is survived by his 
wife, Patricia N. Ross; his 
son, Steve Ross (Janice); his 
daughter, Patricia Highley 
(Jerry); his sister, Jean Foster; 
his grandchildren, Jayme 
Thoma (Alex), Anna Alisse 
Caton (Joe), Richard Ross 

(Rachel), Shawn Ross, Carl 
Ross, Stephen Ross; Wyatt 
Wood (Amy), Wade Wood 
(Breanna), Alicia Hernandez 
(Jacob), Floyd Patterson, Cody 
Patterson; and his stepchil-
dren, Duane Wood (Robin), 
Douglas Wood and Dawn 
Patterson (Lester).

He was preceded in death 
by his parents, and his son 
Richard Ross.

Fay embodied a principled 
life. He was tough and honest, 
and held the admiration of 
later generations. Goodbye 
Dad ... til we meet again, his 
children said.

Frank held jobs as the 
watermaster of Sumpter, then 
watermaster of Unity until 
his retirement.

Frank loved the outdoors, 
especially warm places and 
the ocean, which led to many 
trips to Hawaii, California, 
Arizona and Mexico, where 
he and Peggy purchased a 
home at which they spent 
many winters. He also 

enjoyed hang gliding in his 
younger years and he would 
take part in this activity as 
often as he was able.

Ultimately, Frank and 
Peggy made Baker City their 
fi nal home, with yearly road 
trips and vacations to many 
state parks and beaches.

Frank was an avid bowler 
and well into his late 80s 
he could still be found in a 
league at Baker Bowl. He 
also enjoyed gardening, 
reading, a good hot fi re and 
relaxing in his hammock.

In 2016, Frank lost his 
wife, Peggy, a loss from which 
he never recovered. His 
family tried to fi ll that void 
by spending extra time with 
him, having him over for bar-
becues, taking him out to his 
favorite restaurants, weekly 
card games of pinochle and 
cribbage, and taking turns 
bringing him Sunday dinners. 
His family fi nds comfort in 
knowing that he is now with 
his beloved wife again, which 
brings a smile to his relatives’ 
faces.

Frank was preceded in 
death by his parents, Mar-
shall and Gladys; his wife, 
Peggy; his daughter, Marsha; 
his brother, Norman Howe;

One challenge for the home market is 
that people considering a purchase and 
a move are concerned about the limited 
medical and other resources locally dur-
ing these uncertain times.

“We are rural and we have less re-
sources,” Baker City Realty Inc. Realtor 
Cindy O’Leary-Marlow said. “They have 

to weigh whether or not moving to the 
country is a good deal.”

Some agents are working from home 
when they’re not showing properties, 
spending a minimal amount of time in 
their offi ces.

“Some of us work in the offi ce part-
time and some of us work from home,” 
Lein said. 

The pandemic has also affected the 
procedure for showing properties.

“I have my clients wear masks and 
gloves, and they are not allowed to touch 
anything,” O’Leary-Marlow said. “The 
owners are not allowed to be on the 
residence during the showing.”  

Though COVID-19 is on the back of 
everyone’s mind, and the economy is 
struggling, Realtors here in town see the 
benefi t of living in Baker City. 

“The positive side is that we are rural,” 
O’Leary-Marlow said.
