
BAKER CITY  — Due to declin-
ing COVID-19 cases in Baker 
County, Baker City’s Crossroads 
Carnegie Art Center is again offer-
ing education programs.

“Our goal is to get people of all 
ages back to the art center partici-
pating in classes,” Savage said.

These cards are made using a 
napkin fold process and then can 
be individualized with color and 
photographs (see above). The craft 
is a great use for old calendars and 

Each card folds 
up to fi t a standard A2 enve-
lope. All materials are provided 
(including three envelopes per 
person), but participants are 
encouraged to bring their own 
scissors and old calendars.

Debbie Friedman’s dance classes 
will begin in April and continue for 
six weeks. The class for ages 6-8 
begins April 6 and meets Tuesdays 
from 4-5 p.m.
