The series was a little bit before my time, but when | was auditioning for the role and eventually
booked the role of Nicky, | did look at clips and looked at the original. | think what's carried on
from the original and his character into this is that sense of wanting to fight for the underdog, a
sense of duty ... not necessarily being a hero and seeking that out.

What are your thoughts on the new “Kung Fu” arriving when news stories involving
Asian Americans have been so prominent?

| think the timing of our show is really impeccable. So much about representation and inclusion
is not so much that we, as Asians, need fo see ourselves represented on the screens. But we need
to be invited into homes of people who don't see us in their everyday life, just to humanize us,
normalize seeing us, and remind them that we are people just like they are and that we have a
FLloce in this world. Hopefully, having our show in their homes will expand that world view for
them.
