James 
McAvoy and Michael 
Fassbender handle the 
roles nicely as the duo 
bonds in the 1960s 
to battle a common 
foe (Kevin Bacon), assisted by mutants determined 
to use their powers for good. Jennifer Lawrence 
and January Jones also star for director Matthew 
Vaughn.

Dog Days” 
(Available now)
Summer can be very 
long for a youngster 
with no plans ... and 
a father who wants 
him to have some.
