1922, residents of Canyon
City have celebrated '62 Days
to commemorate the event that
established the Grant Coun-

ty town.

Gold was discovered in Can-
yon Creek near Whiskey Gulch
on June 8, 1862.

The Whiskey Gulch Gang was
formed in 1922 and organized
the first '62 Days.

Colby Farrell, a member of
the Whiskey Gulch Gang, points
out that those first celebrations
were during Prohibition —and
he suspects the festival was a
way to circumvent that law.

“There's never been a '62
Days without alcohol,” he said
