The article was printed on Wednes­
day, preceded by untruthful head­
lines, stating that Coos county com­
munities endorse the News and its 
“fair play*’ policy. True, a hastily 
prepared petition from Myrtle Point, 
lauding the News, followed the one 
from Coqui Me. But no one who read 
the whole story could be in doubt as 
to Coquille’s attitude, however, much 
it was camouflaged by those past 
masters of “putting it over” on their 
friends.

One newspaper man, with yean of 
experience in daily paper publication 
—he has ho connection with the Sen­
tinel—characterises it as “the worst 
exhibition of newspaper chicanery I 
ever saw in my life.”

It was smoothly done. You cannot 
help admiring the colossal nerve of 
the men who endeavor to twist and 
change a condemnation into a com­
mendation, and you have to admit 
that the News has banded Coquille a 
lemon.
