Gay Weekley Killed in Accident
Guy E. Weekley, of Myrtle Point, 

84 years of age, was instantly killed 
on upper Rock creek last Saturday 
morning when the truck with which 
he was bringing logs down from the 
Sandy Weekley camp upset and his 
head was crushed.

In shifting gears on a steep incline 
the truck stalled and began to roti 
backward.
