Community Intelligence

(Oregon State Board of Health)

How would you measure tha intelli-
gence of the community in which you
live? Weould your measuring stick be
the number of schools, or the number
of churches, or the miles of paved
streets found within its boundary? Or
would it be the degree of practical ap-
plication of the laws of sanitary sci-
ence? The sanitarian’s yardstick is
the number of cases of preventable
communicable diseases which exist in
the community, Cleanliness is next
to godliness; they are one anl insep-
arable. Freedom from infeciion and
from pestilence gives rise to a healthy,
vigorous community, which is further
reflected in an increased number of
schools, churches and other civie pro-
jects,

Typhoid fever is a filth borne dis-
ease. It is commonly spread by the
contamination of food, particularly
milk;sand by contamination of waler.
It may also be fly borne, or transmit-
ted through soiled linens or direct
contact, - Where the community in-
‘elligence level is low, the typhoid fe-
ver rate is high. The state of Oregon

« a whole has shown a marked de-
‘rease in the number of caszes and
leaths from this disease in the past
five years. This is evidenced by the
following table:

Typhoid Fever in Oregon 1928-32

Year Cases Deaths
1928 189 |
1929 140 2 |
1930 177 18
1981 166 21 |
1932 134 16

Typhoid fever is a preventable dis-
ease, and as such the 134 cases and 16
leaths in the past year are a severe
indictment upon the intelligence of the
neople of Oregon. We know that milk
and water are the common vehicles
for typhoid infection. What have we
dome, what has your community done
to make both of these ngcessities of
life pure, and free from disease
germs? What has your community
done in the protection of its food aup-
ply from the fiith of flies? 'What in‘
the sanitary intelligence of your com-
munity? The answer is in the num-
ber of cases and deaths of typhoid
found among your citizens,

Let us apply our knowledge of san-
tation and rid Oregon of typhoid fe-
er, Let us begin our long delayed
projects of sewage disposal, Our
ivers, our lakes and our wells have
decome grossly polluted because we
have allowed filth to enter them. It
is not too late to reclaim them and to
return them to a ecleanliness which
existed beforé your community wul
settled. Low cost of materials, an
abundant and eager supply of labor,
and availability of financial help are
il conspiring to make properly eon-
otructed sewage disposal plants with-
n the reash of every community, Rid
Jour community of typhoid fever.

Protect your milk supplies. Insist
upon cleanliness not only of the barn,
the milk house, or of the milk plant,
ut also a scrupulous cleanliness of
the person of all those who engage in
the production and distribution of the
milk. Remember that properly pae-
teurized milk is the only safeguard
:zainst milk borne typhoid.

Community intelligence is but the
sum total of individual intelligence. |
By your own observance of the laws
of sanitation you can materially aid
in further decreasing the typhoid fe-
ver rate in your commanity and in
this state.
