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Public Funds on Deposit
Must Draw Interest

Under a new law enacted at the
special session public funds deposited
in a bank and accepted by that bank
must draw some rate of interest, the
rate to be determined at thé time the
deposit is made. This is the gist of
a decision of the Oregon supreme
court, written by Justice Rand, af-
firming the opinion of Judge Norton
of Grants Pass on an appeal from
‘Josephine county, says the Harbor.

Chief Justice Rand held that
“where the plaintiff bank accepts
deposits of public funds of the city
of Grants Pass, some rate of interest
must be agreed upon between the
city and bank and such rate, after
being agreed upon, must be paid by
the bank if it cares to acegpt the de-
posits of the city.” o

The opinion did not make it man
datory upon the bank to accept city
deposite, and this question was not
made a part of the appeal.

Under the new bank code the rate
of one-fourth of one per cent has
been agreed upon and this, it is sup-
posed, will be the rate paid by all
banks accepting deposits of public
funds, such as city, achool and county
money. :
